


A special meeting of the Borough Council of Delaware Water Gap was held in the Francis (Casey) Drake Borough Building on 49 Main Street, Delaware Water Gap, PA on 
Monday, November 18, 2013 to discuss the FY2014 Budget.  Mayor Walter Conway was present.  Council members present: President Wayne MacWilliams, Vice President Bill Buzzard, George Munn, E. DeLotto, S. Wilson and Jack Shoemaker. P. Farber was absent. President W. MacWilliams opened the meeting at 7:30 p.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance.  Also present were Superintendent Gallagher, Zoning Officer L. Freshcorn and Secretary I. Hernandez.

J. Shoemaker asked Delaware Water Gap Fire Chief Brad Miller and Assistant Chief John Smith to give a department update.  He stated it was incumbent on Council to help the department so they in turn can help our residents.

Council was thanked for their assistance and invited to the Fire Departments meeting by Fire Chief Brad Miller and Assistant Chief John Smith.  They are planning on attending every Council meeting and work towards making it a community fire department. They receive $12,000 a year from Smithfield Township.  If the Borough were to lose our fire company we would need to pay $60,000 a year for service.  They explained the need to have repairs done to the building which was built in 1958.  They will be replacing windows, receiving bids on insulating the building; needs heating/ac; there is a need for electrical work, and roof work.  The vehicles need serious pump work and they need to upgrade their gears.  Season volunteers are leaving for other departments because of lack of equipment.  Mayor Conway asked how much were they looking for from Council.  Chief Miller responded $10,000.  B. Buzzard stated that the Borough does pass through the Fire Relief check, pays for their workman’s compensation, everyone one wants to support the company and it will be discussed.  The idea of having a financial committee that would focus on fundraising and allowing the fire volunteer to focus on fire protection was discussed

Council reviewed and discussed the Sanitation, Police, Water and General Fund Budget presented by B. Buzzard.

MOTION made by J. Shoemaker, seconded by E. DeLotto to pay the monthly truck payments in the amount of $823.59 for the Delaware Water Gap Fire Company for the year 2014 contingent their attending monthly meetings.  Motion passed unanimously.

MOTION made by G. Munn seconded by S. Wilson to accept the budget as a tentative and present it at the next Council meeting.  Motion passed unanimously.

MOTION made by J. Shoemaker seconded by E. DeLotto to close the meeting and go into executive session. Motion passed unanimously.

MOTION made by J. Shoemaker, seconded by S. Wilson to adjourn the executive session and return to the regular meeting. Motion passed unanimously.

MOTION made by E. DeLotto, seconded by B. Buzzard to adjourn the regular meeting. Motion passed unanimously.
