January 7, 2013

The regular monthly meeting of the Borough Council of Delaware Water Gap was held in the Francis (Casey) Drake Borough Building on 49 Main Street, Delaware Water Gap, PA on Monday, January 13, 2013. President W. MacWilliams opened the meeting at 7:30 p.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance.

MOTION made by B. Buzzard seconded by S. Wilson, to 
Treasurer’s Report
MOTION made by B. Buzzard, seconded by G. Munn to accept the Treasurer’s report and pay the bills.  Motion passed unanimously.

ENGINEER’S REPORT
Jon Tesslar of Boucher & James, Inc. presented the Engineer’s report.

Broad Street Sidewalk/Ramp Repair
Boucher & James, Inc. will assist to extend the PennDOT permit on this project as requested by Representative Brown’s office.  This will provide additional time for her to help work through the problem.

Manganese and Iron Treatment System for Wells 6 and 7
Construction on this project in underway.  The Contractor was requested to obtain a building permit from Labor & Industry.

Floodplain Ordinance
Engineer Tesslar informed Council that the draft revisions are in progress and the Planning Commission should be convened to review the draft prior to be submitted to Monroe County Conservation District by January 16, 2013.


Potchner / Land Development
Brian Potcher submitted sketch update to Boucher & James, Inc. showing the proposed improvements for his project on Rt 611.  The Engineer will coordinate with Borough Solicitor to have the proper financial guarantees in place.

DRJTBC Garage Facility
Boucher & James, Inc. met with the contractor, representatives from the DWG Municipal Authority and a representative from the Bridge Commission to discuss the proposed DRJTBC garage expansion project.  The discussion will be documented in a letter from Boucher & James, Inc and provided to the Contractor.  A road occupancy permit will be required from the Borough.  Larry Freshcorn will need to create an escrow account for the necessary inspections when the permit is issued.

Water Tank Painting Project
Boucher & James, Inc. will conduct a follow up inspection of the tank in September 2013 to determine if works remains satisfactory and schedule release of the bond in December 2013.

Cherry Creek Evaluation
A letter with findings from Boucher & James, Inc. inspection was sent by Boucher & James, Inc. to the Brodhead Watershed Authority.  The creek should be walked again this summer while the flows are lower.

Village Study 
E. DeLotto thanked the members of the Steering Committee and residents who had attended the Visioning Meeting for attending tonight’s meeting.  Val Higbee stated that she was glad to see so many Council members present at the Visioning Meeting.   Eileen White stated that she had spoken with State Representative Brown who will help with the study and getting businesses to locate to the Borough.  The Committee will meet again and will present the findings to the community at a public meeting.  Council will give their opinion on findings at the next meeting.

Monroe County Assessment / Glenwood
Council reviewed the letter from Monroe County Assessment advising that Monroe County Board of Assessment Appeals decided to exempt two buildings on the Glenwood property.  The combined assessment of these two buildings is 54,620 and will be reduced from the Glenwood total assessment for the tax year 2013.   Solicitor Weitzmann will contact the school district to see if they have any plans to appeal.

Municipal Authority
MOTION made by G. Munn seconded by B. Buzzard to authorize the Municipal Authority request for shut-off.  Motion passed unanimously.

REPORTS 
E. DeLotto is waiting to hear from residents interested in creating a park. Sue Cooper stated that they were trying to get things together and perhaps E. DeLotto could reach out to them.

MOTION made by B. Buzzard seconded by P. Farber to extend the electrical contract with Patriot at the fixed rate of .729 per kWh.  Motion passed unanimously.

ADDRESS CONCERNS & QUESTIONS OF CITIZENS 

Maggie MacGlashan of 6 Shepard Court requested a street sign for Shepard Court.  It was discussed that the court has not been dedicated to the Borough due to stormwater system that does not work.  B. Buzzard advised that the residents of Shepard Court come together to reach some agreement with the developer on fixing this problem.  MOTION made by B. Buzzard, seconded by E. DeLotto to have a sign with Shepard Court added to the existing post.  Motion passed unanimously.

Mrs. MacGlashan addressed Council about her plans with her neighbor to purchase Lot 4 which is irregular in size and split between them.  A survey would have to be done to have the proper description of the half lots and the joiner lot process has to be followed. 

John and Christine Uporsky submitted a request to Council for reimbursement of the $500.00 that they had to pay for work done on their driveway.  The damage was caused by water leaking from an illegal water line which does not serve their home.  MOTION made by B. Buzzard seconded by G. Munn to table action to the February meeting until they can investigate further.
Motion passed unanimously.
