MINUTES OF SPECIAL MEETING
December 30, 2013

A special meeting of Borough Council of Delaware Water Gap to was held on Monday, December 30, 2013 to adopt for FY2014 Ordinance #308.  Mayor Conway was present.  Council members present: President Wayne MacWilliams, Vice President Bill Buzzard, George Munn, Elvi DeLotto and Susan Wilson. Council Members Phil Farber and Jack Shoemaker were excused.    President W. MacWilliams opened the meeting at 6:00 p.m. 

Meeting was opened for questions or comments from citizens or persons of interest.

Resident Kathy Wescott and Avis Mosier asked how many active trained volunteer firefighters the fire company had.   W. Conway stated there were about fifteen firemen, most from outside the Borough.  Many of them work during the day so responding to calls during the day is very difficult.  They have to be trained and certified according to the Fire Federation. It was noted that the fire department is looking for volunteers.

B. Buzzard stated that Chief Miller and Assistant Chief Smith were the anchor of the department and residents should take the time to get to know them and thank them for their service.  What they need are more good members.

Public meeting closed and regular meeting commenced.

Ordinance #308 
E. DeLotto informed the residents that the purpose of the fire tax is to pay off the pumper truck and the tax money will be sent directly to the fire company treasurer, Jim Fareri.  MOTION made by B. Buzzard, seconded by E. DeLotto to adopt Ordinance #308  fixing the tax rate for the FY2014 at 16.6 mills for general purposes and 1 ¾ mills to assist the fire company.   Motion passed unanimously.  

Fire Department Checking Account
MOTION made by E. DeLotto seconded by S. Wilson to authorize opening a checking account to be used for depositing and distributing the fire department tax mill.  Motion passed unanimously.
Hotel Tax
E. DeLotto thanked W. Conway for speaking with Commissioner Moyer about the allocation of Hotel Tax money.  W. Conway explained that DWGEDC had applied for a grant and was not specific enough on how it would be used for tourism.  After speaking with the Commissioner, the  EDC was awarded a grant in the amount of one thousand dollars. 

MOTION made by S. Wilson, seconded by E. DeLotto to adjourn the meeting.  Motion passed unanimously.
