BOROUGH OF DELAWARE WATER GAP
Monthly Council Meeting Minutes
October 7, 2013

The regular monthly meeting of the Borough Council of Delaware Water Gap was held in the Francis (Casey) Drake Borough Building on 49 Main Street, Delaware Water Gap, PA on Monday, October 7, 2013.  Mayor Walter Conway was present. Council members present: President Wayne MacWilliams, Vice President Bill Buzzard, Phil Farber, George Munn, Elvi DeLotto, Susan Wilson and Jack Shoemaker.  Also present 
Solicitor Todd Weitzmann, Engineer Melissa Prugar of Boucher & James, Inc,
Building Superintendent Bob Gallagher, Zoning Officer Larry Freshcorn and
Borough Secretary Ileana Hernandez. President W. MacWilliams opened the meeting at 7:30 p.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Treasurer’s Report					Also present Solicitor Todd Weitzmann, Engineer Melissa Prugar of Boucher & James, Inc., Building Superintendent Bob Gallagher, Zoning Officer Larry Freshcorn andTreasReport
MOTION made by B. Buzzard seconded by J. Shoemaker to accept the Treasurer’s report and to pay the bills in the proper manner.  Motion passed unanimously. 
 
Approval of Monthly Minutes 
MOTION made by S. Wilson seconded by G. Munn to approve the September 9, 2013 minutes as presented.  Motion passed unanimously.

SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORT
Superintendent B. Gallagher reported that the contractor has put in the wrong size stone on the driveway of the Wellhouse on Mountain Road; it has to be crushed stone.  He informed the contractor and referred it to project Engineer Mike Gable.  He reported that the contractor and the paver had not been able to communicate so there is a delay on the work on Mountain Road.  G. Munn stated that Mountain Road has to be taken care off before the snow plowing.    

ENGINEER’S REPORT
Broad Street Sidewalk/Ramp Repair
Unchanged status - Permit Extension has been received from PennDOT.

Fairways Drainage Improvements (Sheppard’s Landing)
Unchanged status - Country Club has been sold but Fairview might not have been included in sale.  This matter is pending with Solicitor and Council.


Manganese and Iron Treatment System for Wells 6 and 7
The Filtration System has been installed and the Contactor has connected the piping to the system.  The permit application filed on October 26, 2012 with PA DEP for the pH control system was received by the Borough on October 4, 2013.  P. Farber requested that Superintendent Gallagher paint Wellhouse #6 a dark green.

Potcher Land Development
Boucher & James, Inc will make periodic inspections to confirm agreed upon improvements, shown on Mr. Potcher’s plans, are constructed to plan as approved.

DRJTBC Garage Facility
The construction along Delaware Avenue is complete pending final walk though to verify the work and the release of the bond.  There has been no response from the bridge commission or Brinjac to the letter sent requesting the water meter be installed correctly.

Water Tank Foundation
Engineer Melissa Prugar reported to Council per Engineer Gable on the cracks developing in the water storage tank foundation.  The cracks do not appear to be major at this time but he has noticed new ones.  He recommends installing a monitoring system on the cracks so they can be monitored over time.  B. Buzzard asked what was the engineer’s concern and why didn’t we fill the cracks instead of spending money on monitors.   G. Munn stated that if the cracks could be filled there was no sense in monitoring them.  Council directed that Engineer Gable speak with B. Gallagher who has special cement that could be used to fill in the cracks.

PennDOT Traffic Calming Grant Application
Engineer Prugar explained that the instruction on the ARLE website were outdated.  The grant which was submitted on Friday, June 28, 2013 will be awarded nine to ten months after the submission.  April 2014 is when the grant should be awarded.

Delaware River Basin Commission Audit
Unchanged Previous Status (May 2013) - Audit was submitted to the DRBC.

PADEP Public Water System Inspection Report Response
Having received authorization from Council, Boucher & James, Inc. prepared a response to the deficiencies pointed out by the PADEP in its inspection report dated May 3, 2013.  There has not been a response to the letter.

WATER REPORT 
Water Operator Craig La Barre’s report:
· The water line at 36 Main Street was replaced on October 1, 2013.
· The 2 inch water service for the DRJTBC has also been replaced to the curb.
· Asbestos and Dioxin waivers were submitted to DEP.
· Stage 2 Disinfection Byproduct site sampling plans were completed and submitted to DEP.
The modem that communicates from the treatment building on Mountain Road to Well 4 as well as the auto dialer have stopped working due to an electrical issue.  Replacements have been ordered.  As of now we are operating the system manually until repairs are completed.  It was the opinion of the control consultant that the breaker in the building tripped multiple times due to construction.  Perhaps a report from ICSES could clarify better.  

G. Munn reported that a new modem which cost $700 - $1000 needs to be ordered.  MOTION made by G. Munn seconded by J. Shoemaker to order the needed modem and complete repairs.  Motion passed unanimously.

The second part of Mr. LaBarre’s report addressed the fire hydrant on DRJTBC property: 
While installing the new service line it was noticed that there was only a four inch water main feed the property.  A four inch main is not sizable enough to provide fire flow.  Since there was a new hydrant purchased, does Council still want to install, or a much cheaper price, a new flushing hydrant could be installed.  The hydrant could be returned to LB Water if a flushing hydrant is preferred.  Please advice.
Also on the report was Engineer Gables’ comment that he does not recommend keeping a hydrant at this location as a 4” line on a fire hydrant provides a false perception of available fire protection.  A 2-1/1’ flushing/blow off valve should be installed.  P. Farber felt it best to put the hydrant on and G. Munn agreed.  They felt the fire department can be notified and be prepared to use the other hydrant as needed but that the hydrant should be installed.

MAYOR’S REPORT
Mayor Conway reported that in light of the tragic event that took place at the Ross Township Municipal Building the Governor’s Office of Home Land Security is offering a workplace violence seminar on Tuesday, October 15, at Pleasant Valley High School in Brodheadsville at 6:00 p.m.  Both of our Officers will be attending.




SOLICITORS REPORT
Solicitor Todd Weitzmann reported that he provided Secretary Hernandez the letter for municipal claims.  Borough Council needs to decide what the amount will be to begin filing.  MOTION made by B. Buzzard seconded by S. Wilson that the starting amounts for lien to be sent to Solicitor is $500.00.  Motion passed unanimously.

ZONING UPDATE 
Zoning Officer Larry Freshcorn reported one denied permit and one pending on Engineer’s review.  He reported that the Planning Commission did not come up with anything official on the Outdoor Cooking portion of the ordinance.  They are looking to meet with Solicitor Weitzmann or speak with him by phone.

Generator Update
Council reviewed the letter from PEMA regarding the Borough’s grant application for a generator.   PEMA will have eighteen mobile generators which will be deployed to location as needed.  B. Buzzard stated that the Borough should still proceed with trying to obtain our own generator.  A grant application to DCED is still pending for upgrading Well #4 which includes a generator.

Municipal Authority
MOTION made by G. Munn seconded by S. Wilson to approve the Municipal Authority 
shutoff request.  Motion passed unanimously.

Resolution #2013-09
MOTION made B. Buzzard, seconded by P. Farber, to adopt Resolution #2012-09 designating Secretary Hernandez as agent to close out PEMA DR-3340-Lee.  Motion passed unanimously.

Traffic Count
Council reviewed the Traffic Count update from Monroe County Planning Commission.

Rail to Trail Committee Liaison 
MOTION made by E. Delotto seconded by S. Wilson to appoint Sue Cooper Borough liaison 
for the Rail to Trail Committee. Motion passed unanimously.

Naming Lake Lenape area
S. Cooper reported to Council that she brought up the question of naming the Lake Lenape
 area at the Open Space Committee meeting.  She was informed that it is very important to name 
it especially if applying for grants.  Christine Detorre suggested it should be named for what it is.  
Do not name it a park since there are no swings.  Perhaps Lake Lenape Natural Area/Natural Resources/Natural Preserve.  B. Buzzard suggested keeping this in the minutes so that we could get input on the naming.  Lake Lenape Nature Preserve, Natural Area would be more of what
 it is.  We would then have to delineate the property and how big it would be, perhaps follow the natural ridge line.
 
No Hunting
MOTION made by S. Wilson, seconded by E. DeLotto to post “No Hunting “signs on the 
Lake Lenape area from the vista overlook to lower area around Lake Lenape, water tank, 
Diana’s Bath and the falls.  Motion passed unanimously

Winter Traffic Services Agreement- Resolution #2013-10
Council reviewed the Penn DOT Supplemental Municipal Winter Traffic Services Agreement.  MOTION made by J. Shoemaker seconded by P. Farber to adopt Resolution #2013-10 to 
authorize and direct Borough Superintendent B. Gallagher  to sign the agreement on behalf 
of the Borough of Delaware Water Gap.  Motion passed unanimously.

Speed Bump
G. Munn mentioned to J. Shoemaker that a resident requested when they start working on the roads a speed bump be put on Minsi.

PADEP Inspection Well #7 & #8
Council reviewed the PADEP copy of inspection dated 9/19/2013 for Well 7 & 8.  There were no violations.

Liquid Fuels
Council reviewed the notice of estimated Liquid Fuels allocation for 2014 in the amount 
$15,077.36.

Dirt & Gravel Road Training
MOTION made by J. Shoemaker seconded by E. DeLotto to authorize B. Gallagher to attend 
the Dirt & Gravel Road training in Pike County EMS on November 13 & 14, 2013.  Motion passed unanimously.  It was explained that this training is needed to in order to obtain grant for 
Lake Lenape road or any parking areas along streams.

COMMITTEE REPORTS
Beautification Committee
E. DeLotto reported that volunteers Avis Mosier and Kathy Wescott did a beautiful job on the cleaning of the monument and bench and trimming of the Hostas.   Scott Rasmussen from 
Home Depot will be painting the bridge on October 24th.  P. Farber thanked B. Gallagher for washing the bridge before it is painted.

Fairway Drainage
J. Shoemaker reported that the County Club was sold and the previous owners will be declaring bankruptcy.  Council has agreed not to do anything on the road but the citizens living there are paying large taxes mostly because of new construction.  P. Farber stated that the residents should go to the owner since it is not fair to residents of the Borough to pay for the developer and the property owners should file a lien against the developer.  Let them get an answer from Broda.  J. Shoemaker responded then we should get in line with the bankruptcy.  Solicitor Weitzman stated it is the responsibility of the original developer or a bond should have been posted.  There is no bond or if there was one it has expired.   The road drainage has not been done to standing.  J. Shoemaker stated that the Borough should get the exact amount of what it would take to do the whole project correctly.  G. Munn questioned whether the Borough would be able to maintain the drainage, because of the depth of the basin. It would have to be subcontracted for cleaning.   Council would need an amount from Engineer Jones on how much to rectify the situation.   Tax Collector Christine Farber stated there are three parcels now in Delaware Water Gap with new owner.  There are judgments and liens on the property.  MOTION made by J. Shoemaker seconded by P. Farber to have Solicitor Weitzmann search for liens on the property as well as estimates from Engineer
D. Jones on the maintenance, cleaning of the basin and ditch and what needs to be done.  Motion passed unanimously.  J. Shoemaker stated we should find out the cost and attempt to get the funds from the old owners.  He also stated that the county has funding for projects that we can look at.
B. Buzzard stated that Council should look at the possibility of running a pipe through an easement on Cherry Valley Road on the low side of the cul-de-sac.  It might be a more sensible approach.

FY2014 Budget
B. Buzzard will have a copy to Council of the Preliminary Budget by the 20th.

Laird Technologies
Mayor Conway and Council President MacWilliams informed the Council of the request from
Pocono Mountains Economic Development Corp for a letter of support for a grant for remediation or demolition at the Laird Technologies Building in order to make the building more attractive to
potential prospect.   The letter was sent and signed by Mayor and Council President.

Secretary Hernandez stated that she has been calling and finally had Liquid Fuel Representative Jeff Roeback call.  Road Superintendent Gallagher will also follow up with a call.  

S. Cooper was pleased to say that despite the government shutdown, the availability of the Cherry Valley Loop and the Appalachian Trail made a huge impact on the number of people who were in the Borough over the week-end.  The Water Gap Trolley was packed along with the businesses.  She thanked Council for supporting the Open Space idea.
