Minutes Regular Meeting
August 4, 2014

[bookmark: OLE_LINK9][bookmark: OLE_LINK10]The regular monthly meeting of the Borough Council of Delaware Water Gap was held in the Francis (Casey) Drake Borough Building on 49 Main Street, Delaware Water Gap, PA on Monday, August 4, 2014. Council members present: 
President Wayne MacWilliams, Vice President Bill Buzzard, George Munn, Elvi DeLotto, Susan Wilson, Jack Shoemaker and Eileen Noelle White.  Mayor Robert Gallagher was present.  
Solicitor Todd Weitzmann, Engineer Melissa Prugar of Boucher & James, Inc., Fire Chief Brad Miller, DWGFC Secretary Tammy Cornelius, and Borough Secretary Ileana Hernandez were present. President W. MacWilliams opened the meeting at approximately 7:30 p.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Treasurer’s Report 
MOTION made by B. Buzzard seconded by S. Wilson to accept the Treasurer’s report and pay the bills. Motion passed unanimously.

Approval of Monthly Minutes
MOTION made by S. Wilson seconded by B. Buzzard to accept the minutes of the July 7, 2014 regular meeting.  Motion passed unanimously.

Appalachian Trail Community designation sign
President W. MacWilliams introduced and welcomed Karen L. Lutz, Director of the Mid-Atlantic Region of the Appalachian Trail Conservancy.  K. Lutz thanked Council for the Boroughs partnership with the Appalachian Trail Conservancy and the wonderful dedication ceremony held on Founders Day.  She presented Mayor Gallagher with two street signs with the ATC log and the wording Borough of Delaware Water Gap Appalachian Trail Community.  There was a round of applause as Mayor Gallagher accepted the sign on behalf of our community.

SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORT
Kimberly Road
Superintendent Gallagher informed Council that the advertisement for bid proposals for Kimberly Road had been placed.  The bids will be opened on Friday, August 15th at
 10:15 a.m. and awarded on Monday, August 18th at 7:15 p.m.  Solicitor Weizmann will advertise the special meeting.  B. Gallagher stated that Liquid Fuel Representative 
Jeff Roback spent four hours on Friday reviewing Kimberly Road, drawing up the specs and advertisement and will be present at the preconstruction meeting.  

ENGINEER’S REPORT
Wells 6 and 7
Engineer Prugar reported that Wells  #6 & #7 are on line and working.  AdEdge was on-site to recalibrate the chlorine analyzer. The parts required to repair the system will be available by August 8th. 
Well #4 Renovations
Engineer Prugar reported that the conceptual plans have been revised to show overhead electrical service which is a more direct route.  She tried contacting Met-Ed and spoke with Marc Troutman who informed her that a job number would be needed.  MOTION made by B. Buzzard seconded by E. DeLotto to authorize Engineer Prugar to apply for a job number with Met-Ed.  Motion passed unanimously. 

The Public Water Supply Permit Application will be submitted the week of August 18th and expect a permit to be issued by late fall.

B. Buzzard asked if there has been a meeting between C. LaBarre and J. Liberti regarding item 7 (control related consulting services) on the July 24th Water Committee meeting memo.  Engineer Prugar had spoken to Engineer Gable and was told C. LaBarre was to get specific facts on what is needed.  E. DeLotto had spoken with C. LaBarre who stated he and J. Liberti have all they need.  Council requested that Engineer Gable, Water Operator LaBarre and J. Liberti meet before the Water Committee meeting on
August 14th and generate a written list.  S. Wilson asked if Maple Avenue resident James Hilgert had remove his items from the Borough’s Wellhouse #4 property.  B. Gallagher responded that J. Hilgert was 1/3 of the way done.
 
ARLE Grant
The ARLE grant was submitted to PennDOT and anticipated response is early 2015.
PADEP Growing Greener Grant anticipated response is fall 2014 and the Watershed Restoration and Protection Program Grant response is December 2014.

Potcher Construction
Brian Potcher is asking if Council is requiring an as-built plan.  An as-built plan of the site is required by SALDO.  The layout has not changed.  There is pavement now and a small berm to catch water in the back.  MOTION made by B. Buzzard seconded by J. Shoemaker to request an as-built plan for the Potcher construction.  Motion passed unanimously.  E. Noelle White asked about the deadline for the Developer’s Agreement.   Engineer Prugar explained his agreement expired the first of August and he has requested an extension of time.  MOTION made by J. Shoemaker seconded by S. Wilson to grant a sixty day extension to B. Potcher’s Developer’s Agreement.  Motion passed unanimously.
UGI Road Opening (Deerhead Inn)
Final pavement is anticipated to be completed between August and October.
Meledina Land Development
Engineer Prugar stated that she has received for review an application for a proposed house on Cherry Valley Road.  
Adam Wilk - New Construction
Adam Wilk is working on the planning modules for his proposed construction on Rt. 611.
Grants
Engineer Prugar provided a list of grant applications for 2014.  B. Buzzard asked if she included in the list grants that are available with due dates.  E. DeLotto will provide her with the grants she has come across.

MAYOR’S REPORT
Generators
B. Gallagher reported that W. MacWilliams, B. Buzzard and he had traveled to the Federal Surplus Property in Harrisburg to inspect the generators.  They put three generators on hold (Well # 6 & #7, Borough building, mobile) and have a request in for a 100 KW for Well #4.  MOTION made by 
B. Buzzard seconded by J. Shoemaker to purchase the four generators at the cost of $4,850.00.
Motion passed unanimously.

Police Car
Mayor Gallagher reported that the police car was serviced and inspected and that it needs snow tires.  Chief William issued 16 citations and 5 warnings.

DWG Fire Company
Mayor Gallagher asked if Council wanted to go into Executive Session or should he address the Fire Chief at this time.  Council agreed to stay in regular meeting.  Mayor Gallagher expressed residents and his concern about response time.  B. Gallagher would like to get Shawnee back on as mutual aide.  Chief Miller responded that he had spoken with Stroud Fire Company and will be taking them off.  DWGFC and Shawnee need to be on the same frequency and they are not at this time.  Once that is completed he will write a letter to Shawnee and Control Center requesting Shawnee as mutual aide.

Chief Miller reported they had finalized the brush truck today; made contact with Morrissey about the property on Foxtown Hill Road; has not heard back from Vertellus.  W. MacWilliams stated Council had a meeting with Vertellus and it will take at least a year for an answer from the corporate office, if it were up to local management they would do it.   J. Shoemaker asked if Chief Miller would like to address the letter sent out to Vertellus.  Chief Miller stated he had sent two letters to Vertellus asking for a donation of $5,000 to $10,000 yearly.  He also went personally too see Site Director Steve Schieferly to discuss the letter.  Chief Miller explained the cost of the hazmat recovery during the last emergency that took place at Vertellus three or four years ago was close to $6,000 in supplies alone.  The fire company was not reimbursed for this expense.  Chief Miller was asked to meet with Vertellus new Safety Officer Guy Miller to show him the incident report from this emergency and work on resetting the relationship with Vertellus.  J. Shoemaker reported that the Fire Company does have a pumper that works and can be used; the grant brush truck was $130,000 with a match of $6,250.  Chief Miller reported that they have two new recruits and lost three because they did not participate in the company.  Membership is fifteen members with thirteen of them certified.  John Siptroth, Treasurer of the Delaware Water Gap Fire Relief Associations explained that the relief does provide some insurance to the volunteers.  They will look to see if there are any other benefits/incentives for fire volunteers.   W. MacWilliams found the discussion very enlightening and thanked Chief Miller and the volunteers in attendance for attending the meeting.

Dog Ordinance
Mayor Gallagher stated that Chief William will write a citation to anyone who violates the Dog Ordinance as long as the witness signs and is willing to go to Court. There have been several incidents of dogs running loose and trespassing on people’s property and behaving aggressively on their property.  Council suggested he check with the Department of Agricultural or the Game Commission. Dogs must be on leash and residents must pickup after their dogs.   The Dog Ordinance will be posted at the Post Office.  If dogs are running off their leash owners should be given a fine.  In response to dogs running on their own yards without a leash, it was stated that if the property has an electronic fence the dog is allowed to run free on his property.

ZONING UPDATE 
Solicitor Weitzmann spoke with C. Bickart and his attorney and they were satisfied with the contents of Zoning Officers L. Freshcorn letter.  The other issue regarding a lien will be discussed in Executive Session. 

EDC Directional Sign
Council discussed the letter from Attorney Cramer on behalf of Deborah Ketterer informing Council Ms. Ketterer has decided not to grant the Borough’s request for an easement.  D. Ketterer is proposing a License instead.  J. Shoemaker and B. Buzzard felt the sign location was perfect and has cleaned up the sign clutter that was there.   The sign along with the newly painted bridge with planters and the Borough Hall with its window boxes has added something to the Borough.  Solicitor Weitzmann expressed concerns that the license is revocable, meaning it can be terminated at anytime.  E. Noelle White asked if the License could include a “cure period”.  This would provide a time period to correct any disagreement between parties.  Solicitor Weitzmann explained that it is usually not included in a License.  E. Noelle White wishes to present this new development to EDC members to review.

Adam Billboard
E. Noelle White received a copy of the lease for Adams electronic billboard.  She called and the General Manager was out but will get back to her.

Wells #6 & #7
E. DeLotto stated that Engineer Prugar had covered everything.  E. DeLotto had spoken with Water Operator C. LaBarre who wanted her to report that the chlorine analyzer is temporarily calibrated.  C. LaBarre spoke with AdEdge and parts will be in by Friday, August 8th.

Beautification Committee
E. DeLotto reminded that the Beautification Committee meets this Thursday, August 7th.  Strauser will be meeting with her to discuss areas where they can be of service to the Borough.

Roads/Pedestrian Crossings/Hydrant
J. Shoemakers reported that the road bid was advertised.  B. Marki has not gotten back to him.   J. Shoemaker will provide B. Marki with the bid specs.  There are plans to seal cracks on all the roads.  We have to identify what we want to do on the roads.  He thanked B. Gallagher for the pedestrian crossings and feels that they have been a big help on slowing traffic.  He reported that the Deerhead is working on the hydrant.


Drivit
S. Wilson reported that the dead maple tree has been removed from the Borough property.   B. Gallagher informed S. Wilson that he would have to get someone else to repair the drivit since work has not been started even though the proposal was signed.

Water Protection
Council will review the email from PSAB on proposed rule changes from the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) and Army Corp’s of Engineers on water protection and discuss at next meeting.

Municipal Authority submittal of shutoff
MOTION made by S. Wilson seconded by J. Shoemaker to authorize the Municipal Authorities request for shutoff.  Motion passed unanimously.

Kimberly Road
Kimberly Road resident Roxanne Antonowich informed Council that the Municipal Authority is having the pipes on Kimberly Road, where the manhole is caving in, scoped. Depending on what is discovered the area will have to be repaired before the paving of the road.  The testing is scheduled to be performed before the next Municipal Authority meeting. Council will be notified once the results are obtained.

Shepard Court - Resolution #2014-03 and Deed of Dedication
Shepard Court resident Dmitri Snytkine asked about the progress on the Borough accepting Shepard Court.  Solicitor Weitzmann presented the Resolution and Deed of Dedication for the acceptance of Shepard Court.  MOTION made by J. Shoemaker seconded by E. DeLotto to adopt Resolution 2014-03 and approve the Deed of Dedication accepting Shepard Court as a Borough roadway.  Motion passed unanimously.  Solicitor Weitzmann will record the deed after it is sign by Fairway Estates developer. 

ADJOURNMENT
MOTION made by B. Buzzard seconded by G. Munn to close regular meeting and go into executive session.  Motion passed unanimously.

MOTION made by J. Shoemaker seconded by G. Munn to close executive session and open regular meeting.  Motion passed unanimously.

MOTION made by J. Shoemaker seconded by S. Wilson to authorize Solicitor Weitzmann to execute what has to be done to collect what is due to the Borough.
Motion passed unanimously.
MOTION made by B. Buzzard seconded by G. Munn to adjourn the meeting.  Motion passed unanimously.
