Minutes Regular Meeting
December 1, 2014
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The regular monthly meeting of the Borough Council of Delaware Water Gap was held in the
 Francis (Casey) Drake Borough Building on 49 Main Street, Delaware Water Gap, PA on Monday, 
December 1, 2014. Council members President Wayne MacWilliams, Vice President Bill Buzzard, 
George Munn, Elvi DeLotto, Jack Shoemaker and Eileen Noelle White were present.  Susan Wilson                    was excused.  Mayor Robert Gallagher was present.  Solicitor Todd Weitzmann, Engineers Melissa Prugar,
DWGFD Assistant Chief John Smith, DWGFC Secretary Tammy Cornelius, Deputy Emergency Management Coordinator Lisa Paulette, DWGPD Chief Jeffery Williams and Borough Secretary
 Ileana Hernandez were present. President W. MacWilliams opened the meeting at approximately 
7:30 p.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Treasurer’s Report 
MOTION made by B. Buzzard seconded by J. Shoemaker to accept the Treasurer’s report and pay the bills. 
Motion passed unanimously.

Approval of Monthly Minutes
MOTION made by E. Noelle White seconded by G. Munn to accept the minutes of the November 3, 2014, Regular Meeting and the November 12th Budget meeting as presented.   Motion passed unanimously.   

Superintendent Report
Superintendent Gallagher informed Council that three of the caution traffic light bulbs were replaced and      the remaining LED lights are out of warranty.  He obtained a quote from Signal Service Inc. to replace all the remaining lights at a reduced price since the Borough will be installing the LEDS.  The quote is in the amount    of $611.00.  Council felt it was best to upgrade them before we had to call Signal Service Inc. in to replace the burnouts and to talk to the DRJTBC about assisting in putting the bulbs in.

Engineer’s Report
Well #4
A revised Water Supply Permit Package has been provided to the Borough for Well #4.  Boucher & James, Inc. is working with Solicitor Weitzmann to determine the location of the parcel and also doing a title search on the easement. 
PennDOT Traffic Calming Grant
Neither one of the ARLE applications were selected.  We can reapply in June 2015 and possibly phase the project.
Potcher / Foxtown Hill Road
Boucher and James, Inc. prepared a letter stating that the as built reflects what was done and the project follows the ordinance.

Mayor’s Report
Mayor Gallagher reported that there were 26 citations.

ZONING UPDATE 
Secretary Hernandez stated that Zoning Office Freshcorn had asked Council to review the commercial zoning fees.  Also that Planning Commission member would like for a joint meeting with Council to review ordinances and fees.  Council will meet with Planning Commission at the planning meeting in January or February 2015. 

DWG FIRE COMPANY
MOTION made by B. Buzzard, seconded by J. Shoemaker to adopt the agreement between Shawnee and Delaware Water Gap Fire Company, which states that Shawnee will be on dual dispatch with DWGFD for         all fire emergencies within the Borough.  Motion   passed unanimously.  Council was informed that DWGFD Treasurer Fareri was working on the budget.

Resolution #2014-05
E. Noelle-White reported filing the grant in the amount of $856, 160.00 based on the Village Study’s concept of expanding Borough sidewalks.  The amount of the grant had to be updated to$1,024,440.00. MOTION made by E. DeLotto seconded by E. Noelle-White to ratify Resolution #2014-05 approved                               
October 6, 2014.  Motion passed unanimously.

Panhandling
E. Noelle-White presented to Council for review key points she put together from the City of Harrisburg and Pittsburg Panhandling, Soliciting and Begging Ordinance.  These are points that she felt would pertain to the Borough.  Solicitor Weitzmann will circulate a sample ordinance using these items and any other items he feels might be important.

FY2015 Budget
MOTION made by J. Shoemaker seconded by E. DeLotto to advertise the meeting on December 18th at 6:30 p.m. to consider for adoption the FY2015 proposed budget and the Tax Rate Ordinance.  The ordinance reflects the General Fund tax mil of 16.6 and the Fire Tax mil of 1 ¾ which remains the same as last year.  Motion passed unanimously.

COMMITTEE REPORTS
Economic Development Committee
E. Noelle-White explained that the December 8th EDC meeting will have speakers to address the new flood zones and how it relates to the Laird building.  EDC is looking for ways that will help with marketing the building.  Monroe County Commissioners, State Representatives and Chuck Leonard from Industrial Development will be in attendance or send a representative.   J. Shoemaker stated that having property      in a flood zone is very expensive for insurance and a big negative.  Everyone should be aware of how their homes stand with the new flood zone maps.

Water Committee
E. DeLotto reported that the plan is to get all the meters working; create a list of non working meters;           repair/purchase meters and obtain a list of plumbers to install the meters.  Discussion with the                                      Municipal Authority resulted in working towards provided them with a blanket approval for shut-off.                             Action on this will be taken at the January 5, 2015 meeting.  Borough is back running on Well #4.                                                Joe Liberti will be up tomorrow to look at Well #6 and Well #7.  The leak at Water Gap Village will be                           repaired on Thursday.


Beautification
E. DeLotto reported that the banners should be up within three to four weeks.  All twenty-eight banners                            were sponsored.

Road 
J. Shoemaker reported that plowing had started.  There were complaints of driveways being shut but there                               is nothing that can be done to prevent this.  We only have one person to do all the roads.

Finance 
B. Buzzard will write a letter to the DRJTBC inquiring about equipment.  He asked Solicitor Weitzmann                         if the Borough had to go out for bids for the garbage contract and was informed it does.  M. Prugar informed                                     B. Buzzard that the Borough Secretary was waiting for the executed contract for the Growing Greener grant.               She will put together a proposal for the grant and have Council review it.  Secretary Hernandez asked about                the discussion to add Natural Preserve or something similar to the name of Lake Lenape.  She stated that                 Open Space Chairman S. Cooper thought it would be an excellent idea and would help define the area and to   obtain grants.  B. Buzzard will discuss this with S. Cooper.

CORRESPONDENCE
Council discussed the 4-H request to place their emblem on our Welcome sign.  We support 4-H but will be                   setting precedence for other organizations and do not have the space to accommodate everyone.
