

Borough of Delaware Water Gap
June 2, 2014 Council Minutes
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[bookmark: OLE_LINK9][bookmark: OLE_LINK10]The regular monthly meeting of the Borough Council of Delaware Water Gap was held in the Francis (Casey) Drake Borough Building on 49 Main Street, Delaware Water Gap, PA on Monday, June 2, 2014. Council members present: President Wayne MacWilliams, Vice President Bill Buzzard, George Munn, Elvi DeLotto, Susan Wilson, Jack Shoemaker and Eileen Noelle White.  Mayor Robert Gallagher was present.  Solicitor Todd Weitzmann, Engineer Melissa Prugar and Mike Gable of Boucher & James, Inc., and Borough Secretary Ileana Hernandez were present. President W. MacWilliams opened the meeting at approximately 7:30 p.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance.

MINUTES
MOTION made by S. Wilson seconded by J. Shoemaker to accept the minutes as presented.  Motion passed unanimously.

TREASURER’S REPORT
MOTION made by B. Buzzard seconded by G. Munn to pay the bills. Since there is a problem with the upgrading of Quick Book and entries, authorize to have someone recommended by the Borough Auditor Kirk, Summa & Co, to assist the Treasurer.  Motion passed unanimously.

SUPERINTENDENT REPORT
Borough Superintendent Gallagher read the only bid he received to repair the drivit corner blocks on the Borough Municipal Building.  It was from Richard Bush General Contractors in the amount of $1,050.00.  MOTION made by B. Buzzard seconded by 
S. Wilson to accept the bid from Richard Bush General Contractors in the amount of $1,050.00 to repair all four corners.  Motion passed unanimously.

B. Gallagher explained that the iron post used to control traffic making u-turns into Main Street were removed and will be replaced by the Beautification Committee with planted wine barrels.  

J. Shoemaker asked that extra paint be ordered to cover the graffiti at the front entrance. 

A thank you letter was sent to the DRJTBC for sweeping Borough roads.

The curbs, speed bumps and well house were painted.  Shoulders were cut back, flower boxes were up and three drains were replaced.


MAYOR’S REPORT
Mayor Gallagher reported that Officer R. Sutters had quit. 

The police car was in need of tires.  MOTION made by E. DeLotto seconded by E. Noelle-White to purchase the necessary tires for the police car.  Motion passed unanimously.

ENGINEER’S REPORT
Wells 6 & 7
Boucher & James has been working with Borough Solicitor to determine the course of action to take with the Yannuzzi contract.  This will be discussed in executive session.  

DCED granted a one year extension (June 2015) on the grant to complete Wells 6 & 7.  

Well #4
The DCED approved grant for Well #4 was signed.  A site meeting was held and attended by M. Prugar, M .Gable, C. LaBarre, Joe Liberte and B. Gallagher.  The survey of the property will begin this week.  An FPT site has been created for this project.

DEP Growing Greener 
Engineer M. Prugar reported on the DEP Growing Greener Grant that could be used for Lake Lenape.  The fifteen percent match can be from another source.

MOTION made by E. Noelle White seconded by J. Shoemaker to authorize attendance to a public meeting to provide information on the DCED LSD funding available on June 10th at 10:30 am at East Stroudsburg University Innovation Center 562 Independence Avenue. Motion passed unanimously. 

SR0080 expansion
[bookmark: OLE_LINK7][bookmark: OLE_LINK8]Council discussed taking proactive action with regarding traffic concerns created by the SR0080 expansion. They are concerned about the congestion that this project could create in the Borough.  Council discussed at least the possibility of a light that would help pause traffic through the Borough.  They agreed to invite PennDOT Project Engineer Heather Heeter to the next Council meeting to discuss this project.  Contact information for Heather Heeter will be provided to Secretary Hernandez so she can extend the invitation.




Cherry Creek Loop Trail/Railroad Crossing
Superintendent Gallagher reported that people walking the Cherry Creek Loop Trail are creating a trail crossing over the railroad tracks.  G. Munn stated that the railroad authorities should be notified.  Council never authorized this and it is trespassing.  Solicitor Weitzmann stated that signs such as “Stay on Path” or “Please Stay on Trail” could be posted.

Water Tank / Gate
J. Shoemaker expressed concern about vehicles going up to the water tank.  The gate should be kept locked.  Water Operator C. LaBarre will be contacted about this matter and have more keys made so the gate can be kept locked and individuals that need to get in have a key.

COMMITTEE REPORTS
G. Munn nothing to report.

E. Noelle White reported on the successful Taste of the Town.

E. DeLotto will discuss the bills in arrears in Executive Session.

E. DeLotto reported window boxes were in.  The committee was planning on a utility sink in the bathroom in place of the urinal.  They need to get prices on the plumbing to install and connect the lines.

J. Shoemaker reported they are working on obtaining two/three bids for Kimberly road. Kimberly Road is a priority along with the road sealing.

 He discussed the fabric structure for the cinder shed and asked B. Gallagher where the best place would be for the shed.  B. Gallagher responded that the best place would be where it already is since he had the space for it there. 

J. Shoemaker commented on how good the Borough looked.  The Beautification and EDC committees were thanked for the sign on Broad Street and the bridge flower boxes.

J. Shoemaker asked if there is anything Council can do to get the authorization for local police to use the radar guns. Chief Williams suggested sending letters to Harrisburg since the State Police are blocking the use.

S. Wilson announced that the Waste Management 2015 agreement was received and will be signed. 

E. DeLotto will set up a meeting with BIU to discuss a proposal for the Borough building permits.

Open Space
Susan Cooper reported that the event coordinated with Portland for the Liberty-Water Gap Trail was a great success.   A $3,000.00 grant was received from Monroe County Open Space.  This money will cover expenses for the May 31st event and Appalachian Trail Community Dedication.  Brochures for the Liberty-Water Gap PA Trail Extension and the Cherry Creek Crossing Loop Trails were also published with money from 
this grant.

E. DeLotto extended an invitation to M. Prugar and M. Gable of Boucher and James, Engineers to attend as guest for the Appalachian Trail Community Dedication. 

Shepard Court
Solicitor Weitzmann asked to Attorney Wolf who represents Union Motor Lodge when we could get the deed.  Attorney Wolf stated that his client does not have any money.  Solicitor Weitzmann has the description needed so he will put the deed together.

J. Shoemaker commented that the enhanced postcards should be used as fundraisers.  They could be sold at Founder’s Day and Jazz Festival.
