The regular monthly meeting of the Borough Council of Delaware Water Gap was held in the
 Francis (Casey) Drake Borough Building on 49 Main Street, Delaware Water Gap, PA on Monday, February 3, 2014.  Mayor Robert Gallagher was excused since he was plowing roads. Solicitor Todd Weitzmann and Engineer Melissa Prugar of Boucher & James, Inc. were excused due to the weather. Borough Secretary Ileana Hernandez was present. President W. MacWilliams opened the meeting at approximately 7:30 p.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance.

ENGINEER’S REPORT
Secretary Hernandez stated that the grant contract was coming to an end.  Council requested a meeting with the engineers.  They would like to know if the project is over contract price and why.  Secretary Hernandez was directed not to pay ICSES until further notice.

SOLICITORS REPORT

Fairway Estates
With regards to Fairway Estates, Council asked that the solicitor clarify the plot plan description (road survey, cul-de-sac, do we have right of way); obtain a copy of the recorded map; do a search for any financial liens.  The solicitor and engineer should work on this together.

Shepard Court Garbage
Garbage had not been picked up from Shepard Court the last two weeks.  Council directed the Secretary to call residents of Shepard Court and tell them to bring their garbage up to Kimberly.  If they are physically unable to let the office know and someone would assist them.

FIRE DEPARTMENT
DWGFD Assistant Chief John Smith reported to Council.   Council had copies of proposed budget and financial reports from their treasurer.  J. Smith provided an update on their subscription drive and going out to meet with businesses.  He reported that Randy Snow did a fantastic job on the windows and you could already feel the difference. They will be looking into the installation of HVAC.  Volunteers will help paint outside and inside the building.  Anyone interested in volunteering can call 570-994-5025.

Open Space Committee
Open Space Committee Chair Sue Cooper updated Council.  She announced the Liberty -DWG 
Trail event on May 10th which will include a bicycle/pedestrian ran.  Brochures are being designed and given out on May 10th for both the Liberty-DWG Trail and the Cherry Creek Crossing Loop Trail.  Portland Borough will assist with traffic control. The Borough applied for grants from Pennsylvania Environmental Council in the amount of $3000.00 along with a matching fund grant from Monroe County Open Space.  The money will be used for the two brochures and for the Appalachian Trail Community event on June 28th.  MOTION made by E. DeLotto seconded by J. Shoemaker to approve the submittal to the Pennsylvania Environment Council and Monroe County Open Space for a $6000.00 grant.  Motion passed unanimously.

S. Wilson would like to get a group together to clean-up the parking lot by the CCCL Trail. There was discussion on how on how to clean up around the lake.  S. Cooper reported that the bike pump track in Smithfield Township was approved and will be a huge attraction for the area, to people of all ages.

Copier Lease
Council reviewed bids from Advanced Business Equipment and Topp Business Solutions.
MOTION was by E. DeLotto, seconded by J. Shoemaker to accept the bid from Topp Business Solutions for a Lanier copier.  Motion passed unanimously.  The copier will be used as a fax machine eliminating the expense of a separate machine.  

Utility Billing
Council asked that the Municipal Authority and Borough utilities bill be mailed out in the same envelope along with the newsletter.  It should be noted that two separate checks are still required.


Audit
The 2013 audit by Kirk & Summa will begin on February 5th through the-7th.  The LSA grant will also be audited. 

Building Inspector
John Blick was asked if he could be DWG Building Inspector.  J. Blick is interested in the position as an appointed position.  MOTION made by B. Buzzard seconded by J. Shoemaker to have a building inspector on an as needed 
basis as an independent contractor.  Motion passed unanimously.

Planning Commission
MOTION made by E. DeLotto, seconded by E. Noelle White to send the request by Vito Lomonaco of 
H &L Properties PA, LLC , to the Planning Commission, for a conditional use permit.  Motion passed unanimously.

PADOT Special Event Permit
Council was provided with copies of PADOT Special Event Permit for their review.

Rain Barrel 
E. Noelle White informed Council that Monroe County Conservation District will be submitting a PACD Nonpoint Source Pollution Education Mini-Grant application for the painted rain barrel project and would like the Borough to consider participation as a partner.  As partner, the Borough’s role would be to assist with project promotion through the Borough website and newsletter.  MOTION made by E. DeLotto seconded by J. Shoemaker to participate as a partner on the rain barrel project for 2014/2015/  Motion passed unanimously.

COMMITTEE REPORTS

Beautification/EDC
E. DeLotto addressed Council on a project that would include the Beautification and Economic Development Committees.  They would like to paint the Borough Hall.  E. Noelle White has her intern scanning postcards that will be transferred to digital form and sold. Some of the postcards will be enlarged, framed and hang in the Borough Hall for residents/visitors to see.   E. DeLotto will ask Home Depot for a paint donation.

Generator
E. DeLotto obtained a quote for the building generator.  She stated it was important for residents to have a place to warm up during outages and that B. Gallagher should be able to operate from the garage.  The quote from Ken Miller was approximately $5000.00.  B. Buzzard will also get a quote and suggested we look for matching grant for the generator.

Penn DOT / pedestrian lane
Council discussed that there are no bike lanes on 611 and also the increase of walkers from/to the Martz Station.  Secretary was directed to contact PennDOT about on obtaining lines for pedestrian lane on Rt 611.

UGI - Road Opening Permit
Deer Head Inn is waiting to get a permit to have UGI install services off Mountain Road.
Secretary explained that Engineer Prugar was working on the road opening permit with UGI.
Council asked the Secretary to ask UGI about providing service up Shepard Avenue and other areas.



Shepard and Main
J. Shoemaker reported that he attended the meeting with PennDOT and Verizon about the running water on Shepard and Main.  Verizon has to accept and look into their part of the problem (conduit). They will try to re-route the spring. Nothing can be done until the weather breaks.

Cross walks
E. White Noelle expressed concerns about traffic not slowing down at crosswalks.  She asked if we could obtain signs that could be put out to encourage traffic to slow down.  B. Gallagher has order seven pedestrian crossing signs that can be moved out on the road and brought back in.  Officer Rob Sutter suggested the LED signs that note speed limit.  They seem to slow traffic down.  He suggested one on the upper parking lot of the Deer Head Inn, and Broad Street.  There was discussion about the Martz Station one way only sign. Secretary was directed to contact PennDOT to place signs at these locations.  S. Wilson asked why Traffic keeps making U-Turns or going the wrong way.  There was discussion about the Martz Station one way only sign.  Secretary was directed to pull the Martz Station maps for
 review of what was approved.

Interstate 80 Lane widening Project
Secretary was asked to contact PennDOT and ask what their plans are for Delaware Water Gap Borough with regards to this expansion and have they considered the traffic management for the impact?

PNC/ESSA
B. Buzzard explained that because the balance of the fire tax account goes to a balance zero,
 PNC bank cannot be used.  With ESSA we can have a zero balance account without fees.  He asked Council to consider moving our accounts to ESSA and that a decision be made at the next meeting.
