[bookmark: OLE_LINK9][bookmark: OLE_LINK10]The regular monthly meeting of the Borough Council of Delaware Water Gap was held in Francis (Casey) Drake Borough Building on 49 Main Street, Delaware Water Gap, PA on Monday, August 3, 2015. Council members President Wayne MacWilliams, 
Vice President Bill Buzzard, George Munn, Elvi DeLotto, Susan Wilson, Jack Shoemaker and Eileen Noelle White were present.  Mayor Gallagher was present.  Solicitor Todd Weitzmann, Zoning Officer Larry Freshcorn, Engineer Melissa Prugar and Borough Secretary Ileana Hernandez were present. President MacWilliams opened the meeting at approximately 7:30 p.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Treasurer’s Report
MOTION made by B. Buzzard, seconded by J. Shoemaker to accept the Treasurer’s report and pay the bills.  Motion passed unanimously.

Approval of Monthly Minutes
MOTION made by S. Wilson, seconded by G. Munn to accept the June 6, 2015 minutes as presented and the July 20, 2015 minutes with the correction that G. Munn was not present. Motion passed unanimously.


ENGINEER’S REPORT
Well #4 Wellhouse Building Renovations
A preconstruction meeting was held on Friday, July 10, 2015.  A copy of the updated schedule and cost worksheet was provided.  The work will start next week.

Lake Lenape Watershed Restoration Project
Survey will be scheduled and once completed application will be sent to PADEP.

Odolski Subdivision
Revised plans have been received.

Liberty to Gap Trail
S. Cooper explained that the National Park Service will be applying to the National Park Service, Rivers, Trails and Conservation Assistance Program to complete the last section of the Liberty to Gap Trail.  This is a vital component of the September Eleventh National Memorial Trail.  Her request for a letter of support from Council was granted. They will be moving their committee meeting a week ahead because the National 911 Memorial Trail publicity bike ride will be coming through the extension trail on or about September 19th and want to give them a little more time for planning.

Cannonsville Dam, NY
S. Cooper asked Council if they were aware of a crack in a New York dam.  B. Gallagher stated he had received notification and update by email from Monroe County Emergency Management. 


MAYOR’S REPORT
Chief Williams reported twelve citations had been issued and they responded to medical calls and Welfare Check on the elderly.

SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORT
Superintendent Gallagher presented a contract with Met-Ed and Heeter Electric to change all the lights in the borough building to energy efficiency. There is a fee of $150.00 and any savings will go back to the company to pay for the equipment. He had Solicitor Weitzmann review the contract and it was fine.  MOTION made J. Shoemaker seconded b E. DeLotto to authorize the $150.00 for the application and to sign the contract to upgrade the electric system.  Motion passed unanimously.

MOTION made by B. Buzzard seconded by G. Munn to post hire Justin J. Kolendowicz as part-time labor effective July 8, 2015.  Motion passed unanimously.

ZONING UPDATE 
Zoning Officer L. Freshcorn reported Women’s Resource was applying for a grant and need a current year Certificate of Occupancy.  He inspected the facility to make sure they had not done any other work to the building.  Everything was the same. Adams Outdoor zoning permit was denied to raise the billboard from twenty feet to approximately fifty feet.  The 1998 cell tower ordinance needs to be updated.  He has been trying to get the Planning Commission to meet.   Council agreed that Planning Commission needs to meet monthly.  MOTION made by E. DeLotto seconded by E. Noelle-White to send a letter to the Planning Commission Chair.  Motion passed unanimously.  With regards to the PennDOT signs he has the paper work for five of the signs showing they are in compliance. The old Blue Note building owned and renovated by B. Potcher is under contract to a truck dispatching company who has twenty-two employees.  L. Freshcorn has received inquiry for a zoning permit to pave a “paper road”, part of the resident’s driveway is a “paper road”.  Solicitor Weitzmann will work with L. Freshcorn on this matter.

DWG FIRE COMPANY 
DWGFC Secretary T. Cornelius went through the fire company’s account balance.

Monroe County 2016 Gypsy Moth Suppression Program
Council was provided with information for next year’s gypsy moth suppression plan.  

Adopt Ordinance 317 amendment to Section 8 of the Water Connection Ordinance
Solicitor Weitzmann announced the ordinance had been advertised, posted and available for review.  He explained that Ordinance 317 is amending the provision of Section 8 (service lines) of the Borough of Delaware Water Gap’s connection Ordinance #302, concerning the installation of separate service lines. This amendment will require each separate building on premises to have its own service line from the main line.    It will be the property owner(s) responsibility for the cost of installing the lines from the main line to the building.  This must be brought into compliance at the time of sale or in the event water service is turned off.  MOTION made by B. Buzzard seconded by 
E. DeLotto to adopt Ordinance 317 as presented.  Motion passed unanimously.   Certified letters will be sent to property owners that fall into this category.  

Friends of DWG
Jim Dellaria read the “Friends of DWG” Mission Statement and provided a check in the amount of $2,000.00 to be deposited into the committees escrow account.  MOTION made by E. DeLotto, seconded by B. Buzzard to approve the Friends of DWG Mission Statement.  Motion passed unanimously.

Hearing Boards
Council announced that there will be a Building Appeal Hearing for Glenwood on August 18, 2015 at 7:00 pm and Zoning Hearing Board Hearing for Adam Outdoor signs on August 19, 2015 at 7:00 pm.

Generators
Council reviewed the notification from the Federal Surplus Program that the generators must be placed in use by 12 months and used for a minimum of 18 months.  

Economic Development Committee
E. Noelle-White asked the National Park Service to contact our fire company.  The train may possibly have two tenders and might not need the fire company water tank. EDC will be        applying for another Hotel Tax Grant and might need a resolution.  They are applying for   $2000.00 for a directional sign at the other end of the Borough.  

Leigh Anne Stratakos expressed concern regarding the speeding traffic going through town 
and pedestrian safety. E. Noelle-White stated that Council had applied for traffic calming 
grants and grants to enhance the sidewalks. Discussion ensued with regards to ways of getting traffic to slow down; concerns       of the impact to traffic with the construction on I-80; and possibility have a speed board at the   entrance of town.

Beautification Committee
E. DeLotto thanked B. Buzzard for authorizing B. Gallagher to get the mulch for the pocket-park, Marty Wilson and Randy Snow for the putting the benches and table together.  There will                be a need for more Hostas in the fall so if anyone would like to donate please let her know.           The committee would like to dedicate the garden in memory of Richard Chamberlain.  
MOTION made by E. DeLotto seconded by S. Wilson to dedicate the garden in memory of 
Rich Chamberlain.  Motion passed unanimously. The dahlias and cannas will be up next year.  

Water Committee
The daily water usage is 150,000 gallons.  Well #6 and #7 are running fine.  Dave Bronkovich          will be here in September to check for water leaks.



Road Committee
J. Shoemaker stated they are looking to do black top Shepard Road.  He explained they are planning to extend Lake Road four feet to qualify for liquid fuel.


Sanitation Committee
S. Wilson announced that new recycling containers were ordered.  Solicitor Weitzmann was working on bid specs for the new garbage pickup contract.  MOTION made by S. Wilson 
seconded by  E. DeLotto to authorize bid opening for the garbage contract on 
September 14, 2015.  Motion passed unanimously.

Shull Park
Aubrey Levy asked how the park could be renovated.  E. DeLotto provided a brief summary
 of what took place with the interested group a few years back.  She stated that S. Cooper had 
posted in the Borough newsletter for people interested in renovating the park to contact her. 
 E. DeLotto will provide A. Levy with information. 

Met-Ed
T. Cornelius informed Council she has called Met-Ed about that the light that has not been
 replaced on Oak.  Secretary Hernandez was instructed to get the pole number from T. Cornelius and call Met-Ed to have the light replaced.

ADJOURNMENT
MOTION made by S. Wilson seconded by G. Munn to close meeting and go to executive session at approximately 8:50 p.m.  Motion passed unanimously.

MOTION made by E. DeLotto seconded by S. Wilson that the resident discussed during executive session is given ten days to make payment and sign the contract.  Motion passed unanimously.

MOTION made by B. Buzzard seconded by G. Munn to adjourn the meeting at 9:10 p.m.  Motion passed unanimously.
