Council members President Wayne MacWilliams,          Vice President Bill Buzzard, George Munn, Elvi DeLotto, Susan Wilson, Jack Shoemaker and Eileen Noelle White were present.  Mayor Gallagher was present.  
Solicitor Todd Weitzmann, Engineer Melissa Prugar and Borough Secretary Ileana Hernandez were present. President MacWilliams opened the meeting at approximately 7:30 p.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Approval of Monthly Minutes 
MOTION made by S. Wilson, seconded by E. DeLotto to accept the September 14, 2015 Regular Meeting minutes as accepted.  Motion passed unanimously.

Treasurer’s Report 
MOTION made by B. Buzzard, seconded by J. Shoemaker to accept the Treasurer’s Report and pay the bills.  Motion passed unanimously. 

DEDICATION OF THE RICK CHAMBERLAIN GARDEN 
Borough Council President Wayne MacWilliams held the sign which reads “Richard Chamberlain Garden” stating that the borough hall garden was being dedicated to Richard Chamberlain.  Lauren Chamberlain thanked Council on behalf of the family.  She stated that serving on Council and doing for the Borough was very important for her father.  She knows he would be very proud to have the garden named for him.              She stated that DWG Borough was very important to him and he was very proud of the many things he   did for the Borough. 

ENGINEER’S REPORT
Well #4 Wellhouse Building Renovations
Engineer Prugar reported Fabcor has submitted pay application No. 2 in the amount of $35,744.98 and recommends it be paid.  MOTION made by B. Buzzard, seconded by    E. DeLotto to authorize Fabcor’s payment No. 2 in the amount of $35,744.98.  Motion passed unanimously.

Lake Lenape Watershed Restoration Project
Engineer Prugar provided PADEP Letter of Authorization for signature and announced the Borough is exempt from the application fee.   Council President W. MacWilliams will sign the Letter of Authorization.







LSA Grant – Water Meters
Engineer Prugar reported the LSA grant was submitted on September 29, 2015 for the purchase and installation of water meters.  The amount of the grant is for $131,478.oo and usually awarded in April.  It is a 100% grant.

MAYOR’S REPORT
Chief William reported four speeding tickets and six warnings on violations were issued.  They are concentrating on potential speeding on Main Street by the Deer Head and Broad Street by Pocono Inn.  They are working on open investigations.

SUPERINTENDENT REPORT 
Superintendent B. Gallagher presented an application for an energy saving street light replacement program. Action was tabled until he obtains more information on this program.   Karl Mueller informed B. Gallagher that he will not be able to start on the generator slabs until next week.

ZONING UPDATE 
Secretary Hernandez reported that Zoning Officer Freshcorn had issued the permits for the three borough generator pads and a residential in ground pool.

Council acknowledged the PennDOT notice of estimated liquid fuels allocation for 2016 is $21,771.97.

Monroe County Control Center 
President MacWilliams noted for the record the MCCC 2016 Operating Budget draft was available for review.  This is for informational purpose only.

Monroe County Gypsy Moth Spray Update
The DCNR spray program deadline has passed and the Borough can’t sign up for the 2016 spraying.  The Monroe County Planning Office was provided with list of contacts for spraying but they can’t vouch for them yet or if they are spraying the enviro-friendly protein Bt-44 or the harsh stuff.  They will be meeting with DCNR Monday, October 5th to discuss this.

Resolution 2015-06
MOTION made by J. Shoemaker, seconded by G. Munn to adopt Resolution 2015-06 which allows for Cherry Valley Lane and Lake Road to be included in Liquid Fuels.  Motion passed unanimously.

Solicitor Weitzmann stated that he would advertise the special meeting for October 15th at 5:30 p.m. to take action on the water loan and award the waste collection contract.

MOTION made by S. Wilson, seconded by E. Noelle-White to amend her previous motion to include the hour of the special meeting on October 15th at 5:30 p.m.  to actually award the bid.   Motion passed unanimously.



Economic Development Committee
E. Noelle-White reported that the businesses are looking into creating a local card for          discounts.

National Park Service / Appalachian Trail Parking
E. DeLotto reported that E. Noelle-White, S. Wilson and herself met with National Park Ranger      Kris Salapek to discuss their concerns with the break-ins at the Appalachian Trail parking area.
E. Noelle-White reported NPS is working to get a camera system in the area.                              Ranger Salapek provided wording approved by the NPS for a sign to be bolted to the gate.                E. DeLotto obtained a price of $63.75 for a 2x3 sign with the approved wording and was asking Council for authorization to move forward with the sign.  MOTION made by E. DeLotto, seconded by E. Noelle-White to purchase and install the sign.  Motion passed unanimously.

PennDOT
MOTION made by E. DeLotto, seconded by E. Noelle-White to write a letter to Public Relations Ron Young asking to an informal meeting with him and any other staff member to discuss      various traffic concerns in Delaware Water Gap Borough.  Motion passed unanimously.

Water
E. DeLotto reported Well #6 & #7 are supplying the town water.  Well #4 is down.  We are using 130,000 to 150,000 gallons of water due to whenever Vertellus is producing.

Veterans Memorial
The blue stone walk is finished at the Veterans Memorial.  Val Higbee thanked Council for their supporting this project which started three years ago.  She thanked Mike DeLotto for his hard   work and designing the walk.  The committee is working with the VFW for a dedication on   Veterans Day.

Beautification
Borough Hall 
Top soil will be delivered to complete the planting on the borough parking lot area. Hostas will      be planted the following week.

Shull Park
Clean up for Shull Park is scheduled for October 24th and 25th if possible if not the following weekend.

Banners
Residents are interested in purchasing banners and S. Wilson is working with Met-Ed to place banners on their poles.  A minimum of twenty orders will be needed.  The price of these         banners     will be $200.00.  At the beginning of this year the banner company increased their   price for sponsorship banners and a different bracket will be needed due to the dimension of the poles.

Beavers
Superintendent Gallagher will look for a new company to remove the beavers from Lake Lenape.

Roads
J. Shoemaker announced the paving of Shepard Road will be within a few weeks and residents    will be notified.  He thanked S. Wilson, B. Gallagher, B. Buzzard and W. MacWilliams for walking Shepard Road to review what prep work was needed.  S. Wilson stated that Shepard Court needs to be sealed.  


Salt Shed
B. Gallagher and J. Shoemaker met with a building company to review the shed site and obtain        a quote.  The quote came in too high so other sources will be contacted.                                                              

Finance
B. Buzzard will have something on the budget before the next regular meeting.

911 Trail Bicycle Tour
S. Cooper reported the 911 Trail Tour on September 19th was a lovely well attended event. 

Geo Tourism Map
She attended a two day Geo Tourism Map workshop.  She was very excited and feels this will     have a totally good impact for the borough.  It will put us on a map for tourism.  This will reflect small and medium businesses that are usually not represented.  The program is funded for two years and will launch on Memorial Day week representing businesses thirty miles from center            of the river   center line.  You will have to vote on 400 places representing history and art.                S. Cooper feels that Delaware Water Gap is the poster child with historical buildings such as      Castle Inn and Deer Head Inn and lodging at Wolf Hollow.  She will bring all this information         to the EDC committee.

Rail Service
S. Cooper announced there would be a forum to bring commuter rail service to PA on             October 13th at the Horizon Ballroom at the Inn at Pocono Manor.  The Secretary of    Transportation Leslie Richards will be attending.  Advocates for commuter rail will speak on extending commuter rail service to Monroe County, connecting northeastern Pennsylvania         with the New Jersey rail transit system.  S. Cooper stated that there is money to   make                  this project happen.

Crime Watch
Cherry Valley Road J. Benson expressed concerns of break-ins in his neighborhood.                    Chief Williams stated that there had been discussion on creating a Crime Watch and he had    offered to train the group.  Friends of DWG member Ivory Moore suggested this could be   discussed at their next meeting.  Chief Williams informed the residents that this group cannot        be under the Borough Council.
