[bookmark: OLE_LINK9][bookmark: OLE_LINK10]A special meeting of the Borough Council of Delaware Water Gap was held on Thursday, October 15, 2015 at 5:30 p.m. in the Francis (Casey) Drake Borough Building on            49 Main Street, Delaware Water Gap, PA. Council members present were President Wayne MacWilliams, Vice President Bill Buzzard, George Munn, Susan Wilson and Jack Shoemaker.  Council members Elvi DeLotto and Eileen Noelle White and Mayor Gallagher were excused.  Solicitor Todd Weitzmann and Borough Secretary Ileana Hernandez were present.  President MacWilliams opened the meeting at approximately 5:30 p.m. 

Solicitor Weitzmann explained that there were two items of business to be discussed, the awarding of the bid and approving the general obligation loan in the amount of $400,000.

Sanitation Chair S. Wilson reported Waste Management was the lowest bidder.  
MOTION made by S. Wilson, seconded by G. Munn to award Waste Management the bid for municipal waste and single stream recycling without containers for the three year (2016, 2017, 2018) lump bid price in the amount of $252,664.00.  Motion passed unanimously.  MOTION made by S. Wilson, seconded by J. Shoemaker to reject both leaf/yard waste bids.  Motion passed unanimously.  The current annual price is $82,520 and the new bid price will be $84,221.00 annually.

Solicitor Weitzmann stated once the resolution is approved the next step was to prepare a debt statement which consists of three audit years.  B. Buzzard stated that information could be obtained from Dale Kirk Borough Auditor.  A special meeting will need to be held to act on the next step.

MOTION made by B. Buzzard, seconded by S. Wilson, to adopt Resolution 2015-07 approving a general obligation loan in the amount of $400,000.00.  Motion passed unanimously.

MOTION made by J. Shoemaker, seconded by B. Buzzard authorizing Solicitor Weitzmann to advertise the special meeting for Friday, October 23rd at 8:30 a.m.  Motion passed unanimously.

Secretary Hernandez was asked to notify the bidders of the awarding of the bid.

MOTION made by S. Wilson, seconded by J. Shoemaker to adjourn the meeting at approximately 5:45 p.m.  Motion passed unanimously.
