Solicitor Todd Weitzmann and Engineer   Melissa Prugar were present.  Mayor Robert Gallagher and Borough Secretary         Ileana Hernandez were excused.  President MacWilliams opened the meeting at approximately 7:30 p.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Treasurer’s Report 
MOTION made by B. Buzzard, seconded by J. Shoemaker to approve Treasurer’s report and pay the bills.  Motion passed unanimously.

Approval of Monthly Minutes   
MOTION made by S. Wilson, seconded by G. Munn to approve the November 2, 2015 Regular Meeting and November 11th Budget Presentation minutes as presented.  Motion passed unanimously.

ENGINEER’S REPORT
Engineer M. Prugar reported a change order has been requested by Fabcor on items discussed with members of the Water Committee at the recent site meeting.  The items are the relocation of the 100 Amp Panel and PLC Panel and to extend the chain link fence 10 feet for a total of $2,973.73.  Fabcor also requested a change order in the amount of $3,380.24 for the installation of a neutral conductor for power.            Engineer Prugar is doing more research into the Code requirements for this change order.  Pay Application No. 4 has been submitted0 in the amount of $186,664.10.   

Change Order #7
MOTION made by S. Wilson, seconded by J. Shoemaker to approve the change order for the fence and panels in the amount of $2,973.73.  Motion passed unanimously.

Payment Application #4
MOTION made by B. Buzzard, seconded by S. Wilson to make payment of $186,664.10 once the money comes in.  Motion passed unanimously.

DWGFC Secretary Tammy Cornelius gave a financial update.

Cell Tower Ordinance
Council reviewed the Planning Commission’s minutes of November 9, 2015 concerning the cell tower ordinance and their recommendations.  
MOTION made by E. Noelle-White, seconded by J. Shoemaker to make the changes and advertise the ordinance for adoption.  Motion passed unanimously.

FY2016 Budget
MOTION made by B. Buzzard seconded by G. Munn to authorize advertisement of FY2016 budget for inspection and a special meeting for adoption on December 21, 2015 at 6:00 p.m.  Motion passed unanimously.  Tax remains at 16.6 mills. 

Appeal of Building Hearing Board Decision
D. Gong/Glenwood Conference Center is appealing the Building Hearing Board decision. Solicitor Weitzmann will respond to Mr. Gong’s attorney. 

COMMITTEE REPORTS
G. Munn addressed the room about the streetlights being out.  He suggested the residents report the pole number to Met Ed.  Perhaps in can go in the newsletter.  S. Wilson announced she was doing the newsletter now.  T. Cornelius reported the light across from the Sycamore is on 24/7. 
Her mother called about it and the person at Met Ed was unaware.  The light by the Gallagher house needs to be fixed to not go off immediately.  H. Darlington will look into that light.

Zoning Changes
W. MacWilliams asked Solicitor Weitzmann if we have any information on Zoning Changes for    the Billboard parcels.  He responded that they were changing from Residential to Commercial         to comply.  W. MacWilliams would prefer the property to change to Industrial rather than commercial.  Solicitor Weitzmann explained zoning changes need to go to Council and Monroe County Planning Commission for review.  Then there is a 30 day review period before it is adopted. The Council will need to schedule a special meeting in January to adopt.  MOTION made by          J. Shoemaker, seconded by B. Buzzard  to authorize advertisement for a special meeting to be      held on January 13, 2016 at 6:00 p.m. to adopt the rezone for three parcels of land on the north   side of I80 to Industrial.  Motion passed unanimously.
