Agenda Regular Meeting
May 4, 2015




[bookmark: OLE_LINK9][bookmark: OLE_LINK10]The regular monthly meeting of the Borough Council of Delaware Water Gap was held in the Francis (Casey) Drake Borough Building on 49 Main Street, Delaware Water Gap, PA on Monday, May 4, 2015. Council members President Wayne MacWilliams, Vice President Bill Buzzard, George Munn, Elvi DeLotto, Jack Shoemaker and Eileen Noelle White were present.  Mayor Robert Gallagher and Susan Wilson were excused.  Solicitor Todd Weitzmann, Zoning Officer Larry Freshcorn, Engineer Melissa Prugar, Police Chief Jeffrey Williams and Borough Secretary Ileana Hernandez were present. President MacWilliams opened the meeting at approximately 7:30 p.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Treasurer’s Report 
MOTION made by B. Buzzard seconded by J. Shoemaker to accept the Treasurer’s report and pay the bills. Motion passed unanimously.

Approval of Monthly Minutes
MOTION made by E. DeLotto seconded by J. Shoemaker to accept the April 6, 2015 minutes with the correction made on page 3 under Water Committee “E. DeLotto announced receiving a PADEP letter informing the Borough about a drought watch declaration, recommending reducing water use by about 5% and the Borough is not under a Drought Water Declaration”.    Motion passed unanimously.

ENGINEER’S REPORT
Well #4 Wellhouse Building Renovation
There were two bidders for the Well #4 project.  Fabcor was the low bidder with a base bid of $387,955.65 which is over budget.   Boucher & James, Inc.’s letter to Council dated April 20th recommended award of 
the contract to Fabcor, Inc.   MOTION was made by E. DeLotto seconded by B. Buzzard to award the bid to Fabcor, Inc. with the new four inch (4”) flow meter for total amount of $394,200.33 and continue to research possible grants to make up the difference.  Motion passed unanimously.
Manganese and Iron Treatment System for Wells 6 & 7
PA Department of Community and Economic Development granted a one year extension for this project.  The extension is until June 30, 2016.
Laird Property
Engineer Prugar reported that Trelco Industries is interested in the Laird Property.  Zoning Officer Freshcorn, E. Noelle White and E. DeLotto and Engineer Prugar met with Trelco Industries to discuss 
their interest in the property.

B. Buzzard asked Engineer Prugar if she had heard anything about the classification of Lake Lenape.
S. Cooper informed Council she had spoken with Dr. Eileen Rogers of ESU and if needed someone from ESU would come and do an environmental inventory of the property.  Engineer Prugar had contacted PADEP today and is waiting for a call back. 

In response to question by B. Buzzard regarding Well 6, E. DeLotto reported that it is in operation.




MAYOR’S REPORT
Secretary Hernandez read Mayor Gallagher’s request for approval for OCAT recertification training to be held in Doylestown, PA in the amount of $299.00 for Chief Williams. MOTION made by E. DeLotto seconded by B. Buzzard to authorize payment of the OCAT recertification training in the amount of $299.00 for Chief Williams.  Motion passed unanimously.

ZONING UPDATE 
Martz
Zoning Officer Freshcorn informed Council he had written a letter to Martz regarding the need to install the visibility strips on the fence and as a courtesy mentioned the bus idling problem.  
Laird Property
Zoning Officer Freshcorn provided more information on the meeting with Trelco Industries.  The company recycles tire, is well funded and proposes to have 30/50 jobs.  It will be regulated by PADEP.
Adams Outdoor 
Adams Outdoor representative Randy Easterday asked to meet with Zoning Officer Freshcorn to discuss a digital billboard PennDOT was installing at the toll bridge.  The proposed sign will be blocking the existing Adam digital billboard.  L. Freshcorn stated that they discussed the possibility of extending the height of the Adam digital billboard but that would require applying for a variance.  R. Easterday also spoke about removing other existing signs or relocating them on the property; adding a billboard to the back of the existing digital sign; and the possibility of having to remove the digital billboard.  If this digital billboard is removed the Borough will lose $62,000.00 per year on rent.  Council discussed contacting Senator Scavello and State Representative Brown for assistance.  MOTION made by J. Shoemaker seconded by E. DeLotto to send a letter to PennDOT voicing our concerns.  Motion passed unanimously.  G. Munn recommended that the Borough offer an alternative location, such as the overpass.
W. MacWilliams will work with the Secretary on the letter.

DWGFC UPDATE
DWGFC Secretary Tammy Cornelius provided Council with the Treasurer’s Report.  She announced that the Fire Company will have a pancake breakfast at the Church of the Mountain on Founder’s Day.  J. Shoemaker reported that the company will be focusing on getting the building in shape to be used for fundraisers and won’t be buying anything they can’t afford.  It was suggested that the old American La France fire truck be displayed in front of the church during Founder’s Day.  G. Munn stated it was in need of repair.  G. Munn and B. Gallagher will get to together to find out what needs to be done to repair.  Perhaps they will bring up the new truck.

Thomas Hunsberger – Lot #5309 off Shepard Avenue	
Thomas Hunsberger addressed Council about putting a driveway fifty feet to a little piece of land he owns. 
The question is who owns the property to put the driveway on.  It was explained that the Borough does not own the property.   Solicitor Weitzmann suggested he do a Title Search of what he owns.  Since the Borough did not have the information on the ownership of the alley it was suggested he obtain an attorney to assist him with this search.  It was also suggested that the Monroe County Court House might have a tax number and be able to help with that information. It was explained that he would need a Zoning Ordinance to find out the setbacks and size of building for the lot.  He also would need to place water and sewage lines and run electricity.  But before he goes into the building aspect he needs to find out who owns the alley and if it can, be used. 

Pedestrian Corridor from Broad/Main Street to Village Apartments
E. DeLotto stated that there are 100 units at the Water Gap Apartments and these residents walk to the post office and residents walk up the street to catch the Martz bus and there are no sidewalks.  PennDOT will not put in bike lanes where there are curbs.  She spoke with PennDOT and they can have their Traffic Unit design the existing road to have a safety corridor.  They would move the yellow line over to one side.  She asked Council for the authorization to continue discussion with PennDOT to create this.  MOTIONS made by E. Noelle White, seconded by J. Shoemaker to have E. DeLotto proceed with PennDOT on this project.  Motion passed unanimously.

Opening of Federal Fiscal Year 2015 CDBG Program
[bookmark: PL_TEMP]Council reviewed the information from Monroe County on the Community Development Block Grant Program.  W. MacWilliams suggested to Engineer Prugar that perhaps we could seek this grant for our short fall on Wellhouse #4 project.

COMMITTEE REPORTS

EDC
E. Noelle White reported she had participated in the meeting with Trelco Industries.  She had received a call from Chuck Leonard saying he had 5 to 6 companies interested in the Laird property.  There is one company interested in meeting and she asked Council if they all wanted to be part of the meeting or should she meet with the Zoning Officer and EDC.  Council agreed that she continue to meet with the Zoning Officer and EDC. She will contact Chuck Leonard to set up a meeting.

Beautification
E. DeLotto thanked the individuals that came to help pick up litter in the Borough.  She thanked 
S. Cooper for providing the volunteers with lunch.  The side yard was sprayed and the grass will be dying soon.  If anyone has plants they would like to donate for the garden they would love to have them.  They hope to have the window boxes up by Memorial Day.  The hall will be painted as soon as the police office is done.  B. Gallagher will put up the banners and work on the lights and Beautification will paint the curbs.

Water
B. Gallagher is getting the meters all squared away.  The leak at Well 6 & & has been repaired.  All the bolts were loose due to the pressure and were tightened. 

Street
J. Shoemaker reported that B. Gallagher had been in contact with the Bridge Commission to sweep the Borough roads and started sealing cracks.




Open Space 
S. Cooper announced that the Liberty-Water Gap Trail has been designated as part of the 911 Trail.
S. Cooper also represents the Borough on the Smithfield Township Regional Park.  She announced that they will be starting the bike pump park and are looking for a volunteer to serve.  The meetings are from April to fall on Monday nights.  There are two seats for DWG Borough on this committee.

ACH
E. DeLotto informed Council and residents that the Borough and Municipal Authority would not be offering automatic bill paying.
