Borough of Delaware Water Gap
Minutes of Council Meeting
July 9, 2012
	
The regular monthly meeting of the Borough Council of Delaware Water Gap was held in the Francis (Casey) Drake municipal building on Monday, July 9, 2012.  Mayor Walter Conway was present.  Council members present: President Wayne MacWilliams, Vice President Bill Buzzard, George Munn, Elvi DeLotto and Jack Shoemaker. Susan Wilson was excused. Also present Solicitor Todd Weitzmann Engineer David Jones, Superintendent Bob Gallagher and Zoning Officer Larry Freshcorn 										
President Wayne MacWilliams called the meeting to order at 7:30 pm with the Pledge of Allegiance.   MOTION made by B. Buzzrd seconded by J. Shoemaker, to accept the June 9, 2012 minutes as presented. Motion passed unanimously.  MOTION made by G. Munn seconded by J. Shoemaker to accept the Treasurer’s report & pay the bills. Motion passed unanimously.  

Intermunicipal Trail
J. Shoemaker took the lead in explaining the viable solution reached to eliminate the liability to the Boroughs and gain more trail.  He explained the importance of reaching a decision this evening to be able to complete this project.  Jeff Higbees concurred with J. Shoemaker and added that there would be no additional cost to the Borough.   J. Shoemaker introduced Dan Rutledge, President of Rutledge Excavating, Inc., who was present to update Council on the Intermunicipal River Trails Project.  D. Rutledge explained that Change Order No.2 was submitted as a result of the Municipalities having reached an impasse with the Pennsylvania Northeast Railroad Authority in the effort to construct a path beneath the trestle.  D. Rutledge had suggested an alternative to eliminate the crossing under the trestle, cross the Cherry Creek up stream of the trestle, and add 2100 LF of additional trail on the Smithfield Township side of the stream.  Basically they are waiting for DEP‘s approval on the Stream Crossing permit. He explained that Monroe County Conservation is on board with the proposed changes.    J. Shoemaker walked the trail and recommended accepting the new proposal.  MOTION made by J. Shoemaker, seconded by E. DeLotto to accept the new proposal for the Inter-Municipal River Trails Project as addressed in Change Order No. 2, as long as there is no additional cost and we have an Intermunicipal Agreement in place.  If there is no agreement Solicitor Weitzmann will create one.  Motion passed unanimously.  B. Buzzard asked D Rutledge if it was part of the Contractor’s responsibility to clean up the tree trunks that have been dumped on the Boroughs side of the trail and should not be there, adding that  these stumps are not beneficial to the wildlife.  D. Rutledge stated it was not part of his agreement but after further discussion D. Rutledge agreed to remove the tree trunks, stumps and debris.

Superintendent’s Report
Drainage near Shepard at Main
Superintendent Gallagher gave a report on the site visit with Penn DOT on the Main and Broad Street paving project.  He discussed the two drainage problems near Shepard at Main Street.  Penn DOT will provide ten thousand dollars ($10,000) in material and the Borough will do the labor to correct the situation.  This has to be addressed before they begin the paving project.  Council will authorize B. Gallagher to do the labor as long as Penn DOT provides the engineering.  D. Jones suggested that Penn DOT issue the permit to the Borough.  MOTION made by J. Shoemaker, seconded by E. DeLotto that we have PennDOT issue the permit, provide engineering specs and the ten thousand dollars ($10,000.00) in material for the project.  Motion passed unanimously.  Secretary will contact PennDOT. 






Street Lights
B. Gallagher reported the two timers for the street lights are worn out.  He would like to replace with two sensors which would cost approximately two-hundred dollars ($200.00).  Council approved the idea and the cost.

Engineer’s Report  
Engineer David Jones addressed the following items from his report:

· Broad Street Sidewalk/Ramp Repair - After signing off on all but two of the ADA ramps, Penn Dot now has concerns with all of them.  D. Jones has reached out to Robert Mudrick, Monroe County Maintenance Manager and has not received a response.  B. Buzzard requested a copy of the letter from D. Jones to R. Mudrick so he could provide it to Representative Brown when he meets with her for assistance.  
· Fairways Drainage Improvements - Solicitor Weitzmann has not received a response from Attorney Robinson. 
· Manganese and Iron System for Wells 6 & 7  - DCED has signed and returned grant contracts and the Borough can proceed with the project.  DWG Municipal Authority has approved the connection of Well #7 to the wastewater treatment system. D. Jones provided an anticipated schedule for the project.
· Adams Sign - Site Inspection was performed and found to be in accordance with the January 2012 drawings.  He recommends, since the soil was poor at the location, the trees be fertilized with evergreen fertilizer to promote health and growth. 
· DRJTBC Garage expansion - D. Jones communicated with Jean Pomager of the DWG Office on the letter from Council waiving the land development process and requesting to review plans of the garage expansion. He has not received a response.  D. Jones was advised by Council to contact Frank Tolotta who is Acting Executive Director.
· Water Tank Painting Project - D. Jones stated he did not have a signed inspection report but understood the tank was painted.  There were questions as to whether it was completed or not.  D. Jones stated he had not seen the completed project.  MOTION by G. Munn seconded by J. Shoemaker to authorize payment of the water tank painting subject to Boucher and James providing a certification of completion.  Motion passed unanimously

ZONING UPDATE Zoning Officer Freshcorn reported that Glenwood’s appeal may have been rescheduled.  Solicitor Weitzmann was told it was withdrawn.  Mr. Gong is farming the golf course now.  L. Freshcorn felt that a Council member should attend the appeal hearing when rescheduled.  L. Freshcorn reported that mailing attempts to Gong have come back and asked if the police could assist by hand delivering them.  Mayor Conway stated that Chief May could be called to deliver the letter.

MAYORS REPORT
Mayor Conway reported a visit from DRJTBC Head of Security. It was agreed to set up a meeting with Chief May and Sgt. Hoff and the DRJTBC Security to discuss truck inspections at the bridge.

Ironman
Mayor Conway asked that the Ironman agreement be signed tonight.   Ironman will pay for last year’s police expense which was not submitted.  MOTION made by P. Farber, seconded by E. DeLotto to accept and sign the Ironman contract.  Motion passed unanimously.

Part-time Police - B. Buzzard reported there were 19 applications for the Part-time Police Officer position and they had narrowed it down to 6 or 7.    Mayor Conway asked that Chief May and Sgt. Hoff be given an opportunity to review candidates file after the interviews before motion is made to hire.

Public Hearing on proposed amendment to Solid Waste Ordinance No. 267
Solicitor Weitzmann announced the hearing was properly advertised and amendment properly posted. There were no comments/questions from the floor.  MOTION made by E. DeLotto, seconded by B. Buzzard to adopt Ordinance 303 “amending the provisions of Section 5, subsection C (Collection Standards), of the Borough of Delaware Water Gap’s Solid Waste Ordinance No. 267, of which said amendment relates to the Health and Safety of the public”.  Motion passed unanimously

Village Study
W. McWilliams signed the Boucher & James, Inc proposal to commence work on the Village Study project. E. DeLotto stated that a Kick-Off Meeting had to be scheduled with S. Yoder, MCPC, and Council members.  She suggested Monday July 23, 2012 or Wednesday, July 24th at 9:00 a.m.  MOTION made by E. DeLotto, seconded by J. Shoemaker to hold the Kick-Off meeting on Wednesday, July 24th at 9:00 a.m. in the Borough Hall.  Motion passed unanimously.

DRJTBC DWG Garage project
Council reviewed the Municipal Authority letter regarding having the capacity to accommodate the DRJTBC DWG Garage expansion project.  The project is small so it does not warrant a planning module review. MOTION made by J. Shoemaker, seconded by E. DeLotto to waive and sign the planning module procedure for the DRJTBC DWG garage expansion project.  Motion passed unanimously

DRBC - Borough’s Water Withdrawal Allocation - 
Council reviewed the notice from the DRBC announcing its meeting and public hearing on July 11, 2012 with the Borough’s the water withdrawal allocation being on the docket.  D. Jones had written a letter to DRBC explaining the Boroughs position so there is no reason to be in attendance. 

Act 13
Council reviewed the letter from Monroe County Commissioners regarding PA Act 13.  MOTION made by P. Farber, seconded by G. Munn that the Borough is against Act 13 and supports Commissioner McCool’s decision.  Motion passed unanimously.

Monroe County Municipal Waste Management Plan Revision
The letter is just informational for the Borough since it is not mandated.	

Oak Street
G. Munn explained that there are times that the water has to be shut off.  It is the only way to replace connectors.  E. DeLotto explained the problems experienced by the restaurant and other business owners when they have to boil/purchase water.  G. Munn understands the business owners concerns.  B. Gallagher stated that water shut off was put off because of Founder’s Day and Fourth of July but will probably be done Monday with boil water advisory.  



Gong’s Water Meter
B. Buzzard reported that the Gong water meter was running and using a lot of water due to a leaking pipe.   A letter was sent to Mr. Gong advising him of the high water use and it was suggested it should be hand delivered.  R. Gallagher reported that Mr. Gong had asked if he could hook up a hose to the fire hydrant at night to water his garden.

Roads
J. Shoemaker walked Broad Street with Penn DOT representatives during the June 25th pre-paving site visit. It appears some of the paving will begin in August 2012 from the Deer Head to the Point.   Since Penn DOT has to wait for approval of ADA ramp designs they will pave from traffic light at Main and Broad to the Deer Head in 2013.  G. Munn expressed concerns about the condition of the curbing on Kimberly on the lower Julian property.  It is crumbling.  It was suggested that a price be obtained for the repairing of Kimberly before we lose it.  B. Buzzard suggested it should be tar and chipped.   The sewer drains on Kimberly and Cherry Valley Road are ½ way full of sediment.  They need to be flushed out with fire truck. B. Gallagher will take care of that.

Water Ordinance
Solicitor Weitzmann will meet with the Secretary to review the water ordinance

Borough Code
Council was provided with copies of the June Borough magazine article on the Borough Code revisions.

MOTION made by P. Farber, seconded by G. Munn to adjourn at approximately 8:30 p.m.  Motion passed unanimously.
