BOROUGH OF DELAWARE WATER GAP
Minutes of Council Meeting
September 10, 2012

The regular monthly meeting of the Borough Council of Delaware Water Gap was held in the Francis (Casey) Drake municipal building on Monday, September 10, 2012.  Mayor Walter Conway was present. Council members present: President Wayne MacWilliams, Vice President Bill Buzzard, George Munn, Jack Shoemaker, Susan Wilson, Elvi DeLotto, and Phil Farber.  Also present Solicitor Todd Weitzmann,   Engineer David Jones, Superintendent Bob Gallagher and Zoning Officer Larry Freshcorn. 										

President Wayne MacWilliams called the meeting to order at 7:30 pm with the Pledge of Allegiance.   MOTION made by B. Buzzard seconded by G. Munn, to accept the Treasurer’s report & pay the bills. Motion passed unanimously.  MOTION made by G. Munn seconded by B. Buzzard to accept the minutes of August 6, 2012 with the correction to W. MacWilliams name (G. MacWilliams)under Planning Commission motion. Motion passed unanimously.  

SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORT
Superintendent Gallagher asked when there was planned use for the backhoe since he needed to make arrangement to have the brakes fixed.  G. Munn stated that he should have it fixed as soon as possible, if should it be needed, arrangements could be made to use the Operators equipment. 

 E. DeLotto asked B. Gallagher the schedule for leaf pickup so it can be posted on the website and newsletter.  It was agreed the leaf schedule would be the same as last year.  When asked if he had enough space for the leaves, B. Gallagher responded the leaves would be placed in the same location as last year.

ENGINEER’S REPORT
Manganese removal/filtration project
Engineer D. Jones reported that the bid opening for the manganese removal/filtration project was today.  He was not prepared to make a recommendation at this time.  He recommended tabling any action and forwarding to the Water Committee for review.  MOTIONS made by G. Munn, seconded by B. Buzzard to have the Water Committee and Engineer review the bids and make a recommendation to Council at the next meeting.  Motion passed unanimously. 

Broad Street
Engineer Jones gave a brief history on this project. B. Buzzard explained that he had reached out to Representative Brown on this project and she met with PennDOT on site.  PennDOT has all the necessary information, the Borough has done all that was required and now PennDOT will have to make the final decision.

Fairway Court
Engineer Jones has not heard anything on this project.  J. Shoemaker reported that it was under contract for sale.

MAYOR’S REPORT
Mayor Conway reported that a letter would have to be sent to Harrisburg asking if the proposed Part-Time Officer is qualified to be hired.  The Officer graduated, had two years to be hired by a police department and if not he would have to be recertified.  The Officer is scheduled to take courses in October, needs the written exam and psychological testing.  B. Buzzard reported the Officer worked the Jazz Festival and everyone was impressed with his abilities.  He is currently working full-time in ESSD and is available evenings and week-ends.  Mayor Conway stated he was a very good choice.

Mayor Conway stated he was talking to legal counsel about someone burning garbage and the need to find out who it is.  He thought there was an ordinance in place requiring every commercial business to provide the Borough with their hauler’s contract/invoice.   He asked if the Glenn Wood had submitted the information.  Zoning Officer Freshcorn explained that Mr. Gong had submitted a contract with the name of the church and when that was not acceptable submitted an invoice made out to the church. L. Freshcorn explained that this was a municipal ordinance and would need to be enforced by the DWGPD.  Mayor Conway stated that the police department is willing to help with borough ordinance.  L. Freshcorn will research the letter he sent the Gong’s along with the time frame.  L. Freshcorn will meet with T. Weitzmann to discuss adding Administrative Search Warrant to the ordinance for such cases.  W. Conway asked that the Zoning Officer stay right on this. 

 L. Freshcorn informed the Council that Mr. & Mrs. Gong had filed an appeal to the Zoning Hearing Board scheduled for Wednesday, September 19th.   Solicitor Weitzmann stated he would meet with L. Freshcorn regarding the Zoning Hearing Board since he will not be able to represent the Borough that evening.

Mayor Conway stated that Sergeant Hoff will do the bridge inspections by himself.  Chief May has not continued with his training and will be resigning soon.  Chief May will work until the end of October.  W. Conway asked for a plaque in appreciation for Chief May’s many years of service

Mayor Conway along with Council President W. MacWilliams wrote a letter to State Senator Boscola and Representative Brown with a copy to Governors Center Director Forbes asking for assistance on the sale of the Laird property.  Representative Brown spoke with the Mayor directly since her brother is contracted. The Secretary reported that the Governors Center and Senator Boscola’s office reported there is a treatment system in place cleaning the site and DEP received drafts of two reports.  One is reporting intent to remediate and the final report which is an environmental study and inspection report.  These will have to be reviewed by EPA.  DEP is working to expedite these reports and Representatives Barlotta and Toomy will be contacted to expedite this review once they are sent to EPA.   It could be up to a year before this is completed.

Mayor Conway questioned the proposed Multi-Use amendment and was not in favor of it being allowed in the Industrial Zone.  

Water Tank Painting
D. Jones explained that Council did not want to make a payment to the contractor until they knew their workmanship was guaranteed. There is still repair work to be done this Fall. After reviewing the specs and contract documents, D. Jones notified Council by email that  the performance bond guarantees the work for a period of one year from the date Council accept the work as complete and the general contract standards also address the quality of work.  Concern was expressed that the expiration date on the performance bond is October 12, 2012.  Derick Sabbatini of Derman Associates LLC was present and stated he would check with the bond company and ask for an extension.  B. Buzzard showed pictures of the rusted bolt seams and stated that the spots were not taken down to bare metal.  D. Sabbatini responded to B. Buzzards questions expressing that part of the issue is condensation.  B. Buzzard questioned the sandblasting technique and stated that there was still a lot of work to be done.  MOTION made by B. Buzzard seconded by J. Shoemaker to pay half of the $19,200 on this project.  Motion passed unanimously.  D. Sabbatini stated that half would not cover the paint.  He stated Council could go after the bond.  B. Buzzard noted the job was not done correctly.  W. MacWilliams stated to D. Sabbatini that if he gets the bond extended Council will look into further payment.  D. Jones told D. Sabbatini to call his office so either he or Mike Gable can sign off on each part.

DRJTBC Zoning of garage addition and vacating Delaware Avenue
Solicitor Weitzmann asked that this be discussed in “Executive Session”.

Proposed Multi use Zoning Ordinance amendment
Mayor Conway asked what prompted this amendment.  Zoning Officer Freshcorn stated that there is no multi use language in the ordinance.  Mayor Conway asked how Castle Inn got all its uses.  L. Freshcorn stated that Castle Inn was an example of what happens with not having multi use language in the ordinance.  The proposed multi use amendment will be reviewed by Council and discussed at the next meeting.  

Floodplain Map and Ordinance
Council discussed the MCCD update regarding “Floodplain Map Modernization Schedule and Ordinance Requirements for Monroe County, PA”.  The Secretary was directed to find the copy of the Planning Commission minutes on the Floodplain Ordinance and any correspondence from MCCD on the review of the ordinance.  Copies will be sent to the Planning Commission as well as Council members with a memo asking the Commission to meet as soon as possible to review and recommend the ordinance.    There are concerns that FEMA can take away certification if things are not done in the prescribed time frame and no one will be able to obtain flood insurance.  

B. Gallagher informed Council he will no longer be attending training as Emergency Management Coordinator and asked that a replacement be found for that position.


Inter-Municipal River Trails
Council reviewed the copy of the Recommendation for Payment Application No. 8.  for the Inter-Municipal River Trails.  D. Jones stated that the trail system is completed but the stumps, trees, and debris needs to be removed and area clean.  Discussion ensued regarding the concrete sidewalks and, culvert pipes that have to be removed, since it is not considered clean fill.  The Secretary was directed to make calls and find out how to dipose of this debris. 

Pack Shack, Inc.
Tania Smith did not show.  She had requested to be on the agenda to ask Council to bill the Pack Shack, Inc. as a seasonal operation.   The practice of seasonal use billing is not in the ordinance. It was noted that water systems are mostly capital expenditures and have very little to do with usage. 

ZHB Alternate - Member
MOTION made by B. Buzzard seconded by G. Munn to appoint Timothy Snow as an alternate Zoning Hearing Board member.  Motion passed unanimously.

MOTION made by E. Delotto seconded by P. Farber to support the Zoning Officers at the ZHB appeal on September 19, 2012.  Motion passed unanimously.

Borough Website
Council thanked Garth Woods for volunteering his service in creating the Borough website (www.dwgpa.gov ).  It was agreed to put the leaf schedule, permit applications along with the fee schedule.

Municipal Authority 
MOTION made by G. Munn seconded by P. Farber to approve the Municipal Authority requesting shutoff procedure. Motion passed unanimously.

COMMITTEE REPORTS 
Well #4
G. Munn reported the pump at Well #4 burned out and was replaced with a 30 horse power pump on loan.  Plans are to install a 40 horse power pump plus a tube to test the water level. The cost to do this is $14, 100 and needs to be done.  C. LeBarre feels that using the three wire cable for the 40 horse power is more efficient then a 60 horse power with 6 cables. There will be no disruption of service when it is being installed.  MOTION made by G. Munn, seconded by P. Farber to purchase the 40 horse power pump and proceed with the installation.  Motion passed unanimously.

J. Shoemaker read the bids for the Kimberly Road project:

B. Gallagher met with liquid fuels representative and will submit the necessary information to PennDOT on this project.  G. Mann spoke about repairing some broken curb, and the sink hole on Minsi Road and Shepard Avenue that needs a raiser.  He also felt Oak Street should be included.  MOTION made by J. Shoemaker seconded by P. Farber to approve the L. Marki & Son Inc bid for Kimberly Road and get price on other proposed work as long as it stays under ten thousand dollars.  Motion passed unanimously. S. Wilson asked that a load of stone be dropped on the hole by the road going into Lake Lenape.  It was discussed to place stones than black top and block parking on that spot with boulders.

Train Excursions
J. Shoemaker stated he went on one of the round train excursions.  There were over 270 people within the three stops DWG, Stroudsburg and Cresco.  He felt it was a very good trip.

Executive Session
MOTION made by W. MacWilliams seconded by J. Shoemaker to go into Executive Session. Motion passed unanimously.  MOTION made by S. Wilson, seconded by E. DeLotto to close the Executive Session.  Motion passed unanimously.

MOTION made by S. Wilson seconded by J. Shoemaker to adjourn the meeting.  Motion passed unanimously.
