

BOROUGH OF DELAWARE WATER GAP
Minutes of Council Meeting
December 3, 2012


The regular monthly meeting of the Borough Council of Delaware Water Gap was held in the Francis (Casey) Drake Borough Building on 49 Main Street, Delaware Water Gap, PA on Monday, December 3, 2012.  Mayor Walter Conway was present.  Council members present: President Wayne MacWilliams, Vice President Bill Buzzard, George Munn, Jack Shoemaker, Susan Wilson and Elvi DeLotto.  Council member P. Farber was excused.  Also present Solicitor Todd Weitzmann, Engineer David Jones of Boucher & James, Inc. and Secretary Hernandez.  President W. MacWilliams opened the meeting at 7:30 p.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance.

MOTION made by B. Buzzard seconded by S. Wilson, to 
Treasurer’s Report
MOTION made by B. Buzzard, seconded by G. Munn to accept the Treasurer’s report and pay the bills.  Motion passed unanimously.  

Minutes
MOTION made by G. Munn, seconded by J. Shoemaker to approve the 
November 5, 2012 minutes as presented.  Motion passed unanimously.

Superintendent’s Report
Superintendent Gallagher was not present.  B. Buzzard stated that there was no need for authorization to purchase materials to repair street lights.  These lights should have been repaired.

Engineer’s Report
Cherry Creek
Engineer D. Jones reported that he and Terry Harris, SEO, from Boucher & James, Inc. walked the length of Cherry Creek on November 16, 2012.  He was pleased to report that they did not see sewage discharge coming from Borough property that would cause the potential pollution.  He suggested that the creek should be tested during summer months.  Council members stated that the Brodhead Watershed Authority should consider the duck pond and the golf course that are upstream from where they tested.  The creek had been tested below the Crank property.  D. Jones was directed to write to the watershed advising them of this. 





Manganese and Iron Treatment System for Well 6 & 7
The contract for construction has been signed.  Boucher & James, Inc. is coordinating with the Contractor, Craig LaBarre, and the filtration system supplier.  They hope to see the building addition completed by mid-January to February and the project completed by early spring.  

Potcher Renovation Project
D. Jones Met with Brian Potcher in the field to discuss required plan revisions and site improvements.  B. Potcher will revise his plan for submission to the Borough and Boucher & James, Inc.

Water Tank Painting Project
The final payment has been made to the contractor.  Boucher & James, Inc. will monitor the tank and the maintenance bond will be in effect for one year of final payment.

Mayor’s Report
Mayor Conway would like to honor Police Chief John May at the next meeting.

Zoning Update
Zoning Officer Freshcorn was not present. 

Report on Mix-Use /Multi-Use amendment worked on by Solicitor and Engineer
D. Jones looked at the proposed ordinance based on comments by the Mayor.  He feels the ordinance is appropriate as proposed and goes further than what we have at the moment.  Mayor is concerned about the impact of the ordinance to protect the character 
of the town; concerned about buildings being demolished, lots joined together and strip malls being built.  D. Jones explained that the ordinance allows development uses as long as you can meet the requirements for the use without destroying historical character of the Borough.  Mayor wants it only in the VC1 area.  B. Buzzard suggested limiting it to the VC1, in acting the amendment now and amending it later after the Village Study is completed.  MOTION made by J. Shoemaker, seconded by G. Munn to authorize advertisement of this proposed amendment with the discussed changes.  Motion passed unanimously.





Report on Floodplain Ordinance reviewed by Solicitor and Engineer
Report on Floodplain Ordinance reviewed by Solicitor and Engineer
T. Weitzmann obtained the prior review from Monroe Planning and D. Jones and J. Tresslar are coordinating the recommendations to the ordinance.  There were only a few critical changes to bring it into compliance.  Once this is completed it will be submitted to the Planning Commission for review.  

Update on Village Study visioning meeting of November 13th.  
E. DeLotto reported that the committee members were pleasantly surprised at the turnout of residents.  There was interesting input.  S. Wilson stated that the committee will be meeting in December. 

Resolution #2012-05 regarding Sewage Use Regulation
Solicitor Weitzmann reported he had discussed Councils concerns with DWG Municipal Authority Solicitor Jim Fareri.  These regulations to be adopted will have no impact on the new filtration system.  MOTION made by G. Munn, seconded by E. DeLotto to adopt Resolution #2012-05.  Motion passed unanimously.

Update on the Met-Ed power surge 9/25/12
After discussing the line of events and damage caused on September 25, 2012, Council directed Solicitor Weitzmann to write a letter to Met-Ed. 

Appalachian Trail
Members of the Village Study Steering Committee will be meeting with a representative 
from the Appalachian Trail on December 4, 2012 at 10:30 a.m. to review designation as an Appalachian Trail Town and grant options.

Met-Ed poles on Oak Street 
Oak Street resident Robert Rezny asked Council how to dispose of the damaged poles that 
were left on the street. Secretary Hernandez was directed to contact Met-Ed about picking 
them up.

2013 Budget
B. Buzzard presented the proposed budget with a one mil increase.  MOTION made by B. Buzzard seconded by G. Munn to tentatively adopt the proposed budget with a one mil increase.  Motion passed unanimously.

MOTION made by B. Buzzard, seconded by E. DeLotto to advertise the proposed budget with a one mil increase and announce it will be available for public inspection for ten days (December 5th to December 17th).  Motion passed unanimously.

MOTION made by B. Buzzard, seconded by J. Shoemaker to advertise that the final adoption of the 2013 Budget of the Borough of Delaware Water Gap will be held on Monday, December 17, 2012 at 6:00 p.m. Motion passed unanimously.

MOTION made by B. Buzzard, seconded by G. Munn to approve the minutes of the 
November 30, 2012 Special Budget meeting as presented.  Motion passed unanimously.
